Claim Swindlers.
The "British American Claim Agency,"

which had offices in the Stewart Building,
corner of Broadway and Chambers street,
New York, was visited yesterday by detec
tives, who made prisoners of the men who
called themselves president and vice presi¬
dent of the concern. They arc charged
with having carried on swindling opera¬
tion-; to a great extent. George Frederick
Parker is the name of the president, and E.
S. Withereil that of the secretary. The
agency established itself, Lraog out its sign,
and advertised extensively that it wae pre¬
pared to esamitie, pass upon and collect the
claims of next cf kin or heirs to estates or

fortunes in chancery, in the Bank of Eng¬
land, or ou the Continent of Europe, when¬
ever the heirs, of whom tbero wore presum¬
ably rnauy in this country, should appear
and mnke good their title. The statement
was given due prominence in the printed
advertisements and prospectuses of the con¬

cern that there were over $46,000,000 await¬
ing such claimants. The claimants were
not slow in coming. They came in little
droves at first, but soon increased wonder¬
fully. Both men arc Englishmen, atid ap¬
pear well posted ou matters in chancery on
the other tide. Parker is Said to bo a ticket -

of leuve man, who came to New York from
Australia by permission by way of Califor¬
nia. The cash beJoks seized by tuu police
show that rareiy less than $100 was received
each day, and lately $400 per day
was the average. The books of the concern
contaiued more than $30,000 names of "next
of kin," alphabetically arranged, v; ho paid
in lees during the past wiuter. It was all
clear profit. Tho agency never investigated
a claim, never approached tho Court of
Chancery, and only paid expenses in the
way of purchasing postage stamps, and pay¬
ing salary to a decoy named Jutnes A.
Hales, t-aid to have an office at No. 115
Cbaucery Lane, London, who wrote letters
on the- claims, viewing them in a favorable
light. One of the circulars of the agency
was printed on heavy blue paper, with the
British coat-of arms and the heading, "To
the B«nk of England and Paymaster Gener¬
al. Court of Gfiancery," which was an ap¬
plication to decoy Hales to furnish informs-
tion regarding estates. Another type-writ¬
ten document stated that "Our president"
would sail for Europe ou April 16 in tho in¬
terest of several clients; and that he would
take charm-, of a few more fiood clrtirns,
charging $24 75 for searcher's fees, etc., with
the understanding that the money would
be returned if no collectiou was made.
The naency has been under the eye of
tiae police for some months. As early
as last fall, within a few weeks
after the beginning of the enterprise,
Inspector Byrnes received e letter
Horn Commissioner Monroe, of the London
police, calling attention to the swindle. In¬
spector Byrnes took the matter in hand at
once. Tho postoffice authorities were con¬
sulted with a view to having the concern
broken up under the United States inws for
usini: the mails illegally, and the two de-
partments worked in union. Upon the evi¬
dence of two swindled claimant?, Parker
and Withereil were indicted on Thursday
for illegally using the mails, and yesterday
Inspector Byrnes, with two of hi3 stall' and
three postoffice inspectors, raided the prem¬
ises, made prisoners of the men, and carted
off the books and papers found there. They
were iocked up at police headejuarters. Be¬
sides being charged with offending against
the United States postal laws, they are also
charged with violating the State laws.
Parker said he was forty six years old and
lived in Elizabeth, N. J. The police say he
served a term for theft nine years ago, and
later again for forgery. They hav:> confed¬
erates on the other side, whom the London
police will be asked to look after. Later in
the evening George W. Gibbon?, a lawyer
having an office at 320 Broadway, whose
name is printed on some of the circulars of
the concern as the ageucy's counsel, was
also arrested. He protested that he knew
nothing of the affairs of the office, but was
nevertheless locked up.

Barns Fired..A sensatiou has been
caused in Limerick by the perpetration of
extensive incendiarism Thursday night iu
the country sur»oundiDg the city. A large
number flf houses occupied by tenants and
the hay and outbuildings belonging to each
were destroyed by fire. As the victims
wer9 in all cases persons who had paid their
rents, the outrages are set down as politi-
cal, and great excitement prevails.- The
aggregate of property destroyed is very
large. It is ascertainad that the fires were

caused by armed incendiaries, who escaped.
The district was ablaze all night with burn¬
ing houses and hay.
