To Xnnnc] tlic Hudson.
Tho Pennsylvania Kailroad Co. has lor

many years been endeavoring to lind a

means by which to roach liie heart of New
York city. Is has been found to be utterly
impracticable to bridge the Hudson river,
as it would interfere seriously with tho com¬
merce of the port of New York, and apart
from this the co=t of terminals such as would
be needed in Now York city above ground
would be so fabulous as to make it out of
the question. Tho company after two years
of patient study of the situation has conclu¬
ded thnt the only means of accomplishing
this object is by an underground route, and
(hid would require a tremendous outlay of
money, but it is intended to lighten the bur¬
den of exju n.--' by Linking all tho lines of
railway entering Jersey City a party to the
expense. The plan contemplates two
Biogle track tunnels under tho Hud¬
son river, one lor tho incoming :\ud one
for outgoing trains, this plan having been
selected because of the impossibility of colli¬
sion. Each of these will bo lined with brick
tiiirly inches thick, laid in hydraulic cement
and encased in iron a quarter of an inch in
thickness. The measurements of these tun¬
nels will be sixteen feet clear in width by
seventeen feet in height. The approach to
the tunnels on the Jersey City side will be
near Jersey avenue, and the declivity to
under ground will bo 3,500 feet back from
tho bulkhead with a grade of two feet in
100. In New York city the tunnels will be
almost directly under Washington Stmare,
that portion of the City having been chosen
because of tho absence of houses overhead.
An excuvation will be made there thai will
occupy as much space as does the square
and it is a par' of the pian to light it up
with electricity and give it all tho conveni¬
ences and comforts of an above ground sta¬
tion. Passengers will he enabled to reach
the surface by means of powerful elevators
or staircases. It is also proposed to have
the tunnels lighted by electricity and to have
telegraphic and telephonic communication
through them. The approach to the tunnel
on the New York side will Icj upon a down
grade three feet in the hundred, beginning
at Washington Square, for half the dis¬
tance to the river, where there will be
a sharp ascent to get up under the river bed.
The length cf the tunnels from shaft to
shaft will be 5,000 feet, and it is calculated
that it will take two years working regular¬
ly to complete them both. Toe approach
on the Jersey City side will be 4,000 feet and
on the New York side 4,500, making the to¬
tal length of tun::ei »;ud approaches a frac¬
tion less thau two and one-half miles. The
calculation of the engineers is that there
will not be loss than t welve feel of earth be¬
tween the iop of the tunnel and the bed of
the river. The PennsylvaniaRailroad Com¬
pany in giving the matter attention linds
that the work is one peafectly practicable.
The estimates made of tho cost of the work
show that the expense cf tho terminals alone
will be $3,000,000 ; land in New York for
tunnels will be $3,000,000 and the terminal
improvements will be $5,000,000, making
the total cost of the operation $11,000,000.
It is reported that the Pennsylvania liailrond
Company has bought the charter of the com¬
pany which is now at work upon a tunnel
tdertbe Hudson river and will operate

under lhat. This charter, it is said, gives
them the right to go under ground in any
part ci New York or Brooklyn. It is re¬

ported that no attempt will be made to util¬
ize this old tunnel, although considerable
work was done upon it at an expenditure
of over #1,000,000.
A Pension Office Clerk's Death..

Herman A. Schimelfenning, a clerk in tho
western division of the pension odico, acci¬
dentally shot himself last night at the "Liv-
iugston," in Washington. The affair occur-

I red at 10:30 o'clock in the room cf Miss Mar¬
garet to D. Miller, a clerk in the pension of-
lice, w hich is on the first lloor and in rear
of the main entrance. The inmates

I of the house, in speaking of the shoot-
ing, stated that it was an accident,
They represented that tho deceased was

about to take his leave of the lady and had
thrown a light overcoat over his arm ; a pis-
tol protruding out of a pocket. The lady
called his attention to it and asked him if
he was not afraid to carry such a deadly
weapon. He replied that ho carried it on

account of so many rotmhs being about. To
show that he wan not afraid ho placed it
to his mouth and it beinga self-acting 32 cal-
breit went off. Tho inmates interpreted this
act to be one to frighten the lady in a playful
way and as thepistol had only two cartridges
they believed that Schimelfenning thought
that the triirger would fall on an empty
chamber. Miss Miller was the only witness
to the shooting. A gentleman friend of the
deceased said that Schimelfenning had sent
in his resignation, and was to leave for the
west July 1 next. The police think that
the oircumstances point to suicide. The de¬
ceased was 20 years old. He lingered after
tho shooting until 1:35 a. m., when he died.
The bullet was found to have passed through
the roof of the mouth into the brain.
