Iuside the rail was excitement, Cables from
Huvre showing a raise of 80 points stgsdl_ed
the market and infused a temporary life in-
to the crowd, Latera cable from Rotter-
dam saying that sellers were reluctant to
sell at present prices was received with
cheers and cries of ‘‘good enough.” The
local sales on the first call were 40,000 bags,
A great deal of excitement was manifested
umong the brokers and speculators as to the
prospects of & settlement of Arnold & Co.,
und Mackey & Small, the two firms who
went to the ground in Mouday’s panic. The
strests were full of rumors of trouble among
banks at Chicago and Cincinpati, but tele-
grams from those places denied then.
