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A Terrible Execution.

Bishop Taylor, now stationed in Afries,
writes & letter to the Daltimore Americnn
from St. Paul Loando, under date of
March 11: A few miles ont of Lukunga the

e

| Bizshop witnessed one of the strangest oceur-

venves that had yet trapspived in his pres-
epeein Afrion. As Leand his parly were
deseending & mountain they saw that there
was = village below them, a market place
surrounded with a large number of houses.
It seeined o= ifall the willagk people and
wmany others from the surreunding country
had gathered in the market place. The
Bishop’s lirat impression was that some
kind of a fair or general trading was in pro-
gress, but as he came nearer ho saw the
event was not commercinl. From his ele-
vated point of view he conld =ee thal sev-
ernl natives were at work cliugiug holes in
the centre of the market place. 'The atten-
tion of the crowd seemed to be divided be-
tween the hole and something else that
neither the Bishop nor his companions
could distinguish, The native carriers said
that it looked as if there was to be a public
execution, whereupon one of the Bishop's
party tried to see the gallows, but failed. An
execulion it proved to be, however, but
withont a seaflold. The native Africans
fmye 8 much more horrible form of judicial
miurder than 1uw;.:iu" The Bishop and hiz
1mr1\ arrived st the market place just as
the tragedy was consummated. They
tearned the story of the crime that led to it,
which briefly was LL(' Iulio\ ing :

‘I'wo or three weeks before the the Bish.
op’s arrival, a man hml died in the village,
and, as is frequently the case, the medicine
man had been summoned to declare whal,
or rather who hud been tho causeof it. The
doctor, after the usual demonstrations,
oracular utterances, frenzied dancing, and
other tomfoelery, had tixed tha responsibili-
ty for the death upon n caplain of the tribe,
The trath undoubtedly was that this eap-
tpin had done something to offend the doc-
tor, who took this way of pelting even.
The captain was brought before the king,
and charged with the crime of bewitching
the deceased. HHe denied the charge, and
was then ordered todrink a cup of a kind of
tep made from the sasswood tree. Itis-a
iieadiy polsonous mixture. The medicine
map lells the king that if n man who is
guilty drinks of it, he will die: but an inno-
cent man will net be harmed. Whoever

rinks, of course, dies immediately in terri-
ble agony, sad the prestige of Lhe doctor iz
heightened uu,onlm"h The captain in
thi= instance refused to drink the tea. He
was sent nway from the King's prescoce for
u doy or two, pending lurther considera-

tion of the case, but that very night
he was shot by an uoknown man in his
honse. After six  davs ol  soffering

the cuptoin died. His friends basought the
representutive of the I'ree State government
to interfere, but he hesitafed, He was
new 1o his positice, and dared not
tnke very decided messures, So the king of
the tribe bestirrad himsell. The dead cap-
tain had hees o favorite of his, and the ac-
cusation of the doctor had disturbed his

majesty. Now that the captain had been
murdersd, he determined to punish the
criminsl. & wan was arrested and tried for
fthe erinie and found guilty. He was, of

course, condemned to death, When the
Pishop arrived the hiole in the market place
had bees completed, It was somewhat
lereer and deeper than sy ordinary grave,
The object that had stiracted the attention
of part of the erowd way the condemned
man himself. Hesat on the ground with
liiz hands tied behind his back. Seven feet
in front of him was a youuy tree that had
heen bent over towarid him. The top of the
tree hpd been cub away, o that a fork made
by the two main branches remained on the
slender trunk. The condemned man’s neck
was put in thie fork and the ends of the lines
were made fast behind his head. The ten-
sion of the tree Lepl & coustant strain on his
throst, not enough (o strangle him, but
enoupgh to be painful, and to prevent him
from making any motion. He bhad been sit-
ling thus {for hourswatchiog the prepamtlans
for his execution, and Emiurmg the*gaze of
hundreds of the villegers. Nor far away the
King, dressed in a “ur;..wl:-l\‘ colored robe,
ent, superintending the operations. The
work progressed in due order, but without
the ceremonious solemnity that characterizes
an execution in Christian countries. The
king gave his instructions, when he chose
to interfere, to & subordinate, who trans-
ferred them to the eaptain in charge of the
workers nt the hole. \When the diggers
climbed out and laid aside their shovels,
there was a slight pause, and the crowd
;_g.tlu.rml clozerto the excavation. Present-
Iy the king uttered a command ina loud
voice, snd several subordinates actually
bezau the work of execution. They first
cnt ofl' the tree in front of the captive’s neck,
leaving the prongs of the fork still tied
about bim, He was led to the hole and or-
dered into it. Up to this time he had pre-
r-et\"d a stoical expression, but at that mo- |
ment he swepkened and tremh.cd He c&.t.
a piteous glance towards the king, and Inulu
ed all around him wildly. One of the ex-
ecutioners hestened matters by pushing
him into tho hole. He fellin & heap on the
bottem, sud three men went in after him.
They placed him on his feet, and while one
held him sicady, the others began to pack
dirt about his feet. The workmen left on
the brink of the hole carefully shoveled the
earth that had been duog up, back again,
and the men inside continued the packing
process, The victim writhed and screnmed
terribly as the work proceeded, and

A gueowns incerled inhis mouth Lo still nis
cries,  The people, with morhid enriosity,
|eroswvded to the edge of the hole, even 'o
the point of interfering with the workmen,
land a squad of warriors in armor drove
| them back. The men in the hole stamped
the eartih hard all about the vietim until it
was up 1o his waist. Then they got out
and the filling in continned more rapidly,
and others helped in the stampiog. The
hole was eriginally so deep that the victim's
head was more thaa a foor helow the sor
face. When Lis mouth was reached care
waz (aken not 1o fill in wround him natil
the rest of the lole had been leveled over,
Then u few shovelluls thrown upon the
head effectugily buried the poor fellow, but
the workmen were still cautions 16 nole ex-
actly where the hend was. After ull the
dirt had been thiown beck snd the Luris
was complete, Lhe reason for their caution
became appurest. A workman came for-
ward with a long, hard wood pole, snarpen-
ed and tipped with iron ot oune end, This
was inserted into the ground dircetly over
the victim’s head. A movable platform
was produced, snd wen ctanding on it e
gan to pound the pole dows iuto the
ground. The herrivle ubject of this was to
transfix the victim through tne length of
bis body. The pounding wis coutinued
with mailets until the entire length of the
pole had been driven iuto the ground.
Then the implements that bad heen used
were tuken away, and the erowd slowly dis-
perzed.
