Collision on (lie S\. ^\. A it. K. K.
A frightful accident occurred on the Phil-

adelpbia, Wilmington and Baltimore rail-
road at 5:5$ o'clock yesterday evening at
Havr< de Grace, just at the entrance to the

ige which spans the Svsquehanna river,
The congressional limited express, bound
north from Washington and Baltimore, and
train No. 41, the New York and Washing¬
ton express, which leave.-- Philadelphia at
t:30j coming south, collided with terrilic
force, killi'.ig one man outright and woood-
ing everal others. The Philadelphia, Wil«
mingtou and Baltimore railroad from Balti¬
more to Philadelphia is one stretch of
double track, except the mile of bridge
across the Susquehnimu between Havre de
(trace and J'enyviilc, which is only a tingle
iracl:. it was rieht at the intersection on

the frogs at the Havre de Grace end of the
bridge where tho collision occurred. Tho
limited was ten minutes late leaving Balti¬
more, at1.;! whet. :t reached Havre de
Grace was under full head of steam, and
rushing along trying to make up time,
Tr:*ia No. 41 consisted of engine. Im^gago
car, two Pullmans, a smoker, and two
coaches. No. II had just reached the south
end of the bridge and was passing into the
south hound track. The engine and bag-
gage car cleared the frog safely, when tiie
limited came ru=hing along and bolted into
the forward parlor car. tho pilot of the en¬

gine acting as a lever, pushing the car over
on its side, the side-backward momentum
of which knocked the second Pullman on
ituside also. The- engine then ran plumb
into tin- smoker, telescoping it until tho
pilot rested nearly in the centre, of the car.
All this happened in a twinkling. Then
came a terrilile scene.
The crush was heard all over the town

mid the people Hocked to the scene. The
imprisoned people, of whom there were for¬
tunate;;- not many in the parlor cars, which
were both lying on their sides, were crying
for help, aud the cries of the wounded in
the smoker, together with rushing steam
from the locomotive in the interior of the
smoker, wore sights and sounds never to he
forgotten. The villagers did everything
possible for the relief of the injured, bring¬
ing liquor, bandages, lint, &&, for their use
and comlort. The people* in tho smoking
car who wen- injured got out easily, egress
at the roar no: being cut oil.
The casualties are hs follows: Alexander

Gautron, of Washington, scalded to death
by the escaping steam. He was seated
about three -eats from the front door in the
smoker. Rev* James Pinkham, of Minne¬
apolis, Minn., 'eft clavicle and left forearm
rokea and three ribs, ieft side, broken. B.
N. Baker, president of the Baltimore Stor-

| aue and Lighter Co., of Baltimore, thigh
broke :i. 1'. Piser, a travelling salesman, of
New Yuri:, left leg injured and hand cut.
ticorgt- J. McCaffrey, Haltiniore, hurt in
head and breast. T. A. Bland, of Washing¬
ton, head scalded; A. Brice, New York,
bead and arm cut; B. X. Baker, Baltimore,
left lei: broken: J. M. Whorton, Baltimore,
skull fractured; J. H. McCormick, Brooklyn,
badly scalded; A. L. Wood, Camden, N. J.,
seriously 'nur' about the head; Rev. Hobart
Smith, Baltimore, leg and hand badly cut.
The fireman of.the limited bad his head anu
neck badly cut. Tho tracks arc torn up
ami strewn with wreckage for a considera¬
ble distance. The engine of the limited is
badly smashed, and the front half of the
smoking tar on No 11 was knocked into
match wood.
The accident was due to the fact that the

congressional express was behind time and
I passed the signal tower at a high rate ot
speed. T he- signals were ail right, but En-
mincer Sargent -ays his air brakes refused to
work, lie reversed the engine, but too Into

j to prevent the collision. The accident oc-
t c ured about 100yards from the bridge where
tho single track crossing the bridge switches

! off into the bridge, forming a "Y."
Stephen B. Elkins and S. Spencer, vice

president of the Baltimore and Ohio railroad,
were passengers On the north bound train.
"We were detained at Baltimore and were

'teen minutes late," said Mr. Elkins. "Wo
were running very fast, when wo were sud¬
denly brought to a standstill. When ws

rushed out we found two cars of tho south
hound (rain lying on their sides and tho en¬

gine of our t rain badly damaged."
The accident M as caused by the engineer

of the north bound train failing to stop in
Mine to allow tho other train to clear the
track. He say:; he knew thai he was run¬

ning on the other train's time, and applied
the brakes when within H*ii!e of tho bridge,
but was unable to control his train. Ha
says he saw tho danger signal, and used
every eilbrt to hold his train, but through
some defect in the machinery the heavy en-

fiine thundered on regardless of his efforts.
The engineer of the other train saw the im¬
pending danger and crowded all the steam
into his engine, hut he was a second too h!o
to avoid the crash.

A Train Run with Crude Petroleum.
The first train that ever ran, or attempted
to run, west of the Allegheny mountains
with crude petroleum ns the only fuel in
the locomotive tender and fire-box was the
mail train west on the Pennsylvania Kail-
road that arrived in Pittsburg Friday night-
It came through from Altoona on time, and
it cama without a stick of timber or a scut¬
tle of coal to make steam for its mo-or. The
train was drawn by locomotive No. 40S,
with Engineer Burbank at the throttle.
There was; entire uniformity of heat in the

lire-box. without any stokint; to tunke it.
The pip's from the two hundred gallons of
crude i>ii it: a lank in tho tender did the
business. Splendid time wa? made and
there was no annoyance fron; smoke or cin¬
ders. Experiments in this line bnve been
quietly progressing under Pennsylvania
Railroad auspices al Altooca, bul 'hi* is (he
first time the long run to Pittsburg has been
attempted with only oil f"r lue!. The pro¬
cess is the invention of a Russian scientist,
and Dr. Dudley, of ibeAltoona shops, has
been developing it slowly but surely. It
will, of course, [.rove :i great stroke of econ¬
omy.
