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the 2d of January when in perihelion. The
reason we do pot have the coolest westher
when the sun is farthest away is because
the sun’s rays fall perpendicularly upon the
esrth in mid-summer and obligquely in mid-
winter—the intensity of the heat far over-
balancing the difference in the distance.
The heat is doubtless tempered by the great-
er distance of the centrsl fire, and the north-
ern temperate zoneis greatly favored in
this respect. The sun appears smaller when
he is in apogee, for his actual diameter for
every dayin the year is recorded in the
American Ephemeris. The diameter of the
sun s 817 82°/ when in apogee or at his great-
est distance from the earth, as was the case
on the2d. The dismeter of the sun was
327 35 when in perigee, or at his least
distance from the earth, as was the case on
January 2d. The difference between the
greatest and least diameter of ihe sun iz 17
4”’, which, though it seem small, is eaqual to
13,000,000 miles in linear measurement,
