Mdbder Trial..When the Gazette's

report of the trial of the three Kidwoil hoy?
and Alfred Barrett, charged with tho mur¬

der of Uoorge Wertenbaker, closed yester¬
day evening, Dr. Powell had just taken the
staud as the first witness and testified as to
the nature of Werteu'naker's wound. He
was followed by R. M. Gundie, Frank 'Poi¬
son, H. J. Meyers and James Davis. Mr.
Tolson was a witness for the defense and
testified as to the good character the pris¬
oners had heretofore borne. He was allow¬
ed to testily so early in the proceedings that
he might return to his home in Maryland.
All of the other witnesses were for the pros¬
ecution. Tho evidence was in substance
the same as that given at the preliminary
examination held before the Mayor on the
Sib instant, and which was published in
full iu the Gazette of thai «lato. After the
examiuation of Engineer Davis, about half-
past live o'clock, court adjourned for the

day and the jury were put in charge of a
bailill'. They- were supped at the Opera
House restaurant, walked about the city for
exercise and slept upon pallets in the court
room, that being considered the coolest
place available.
At i* o'clock this morning the coutt met,

when a large number of spectators were

present.
Messrs. S. Garnett, J. West, W. Duncan,

J. O'Neal, J. A. Schwoy. C. Fisher, R. H.
Kemp, M. B. I'erry, B. Baer and W. L. Al¬
len were examined for the prosecution, but
their testimony brought to light but little
more tbuu has heretofore been published.
The gid of the evidence went to show that
the prisoners had been drinking ; thut when
they got on the train they became disorder¬
ly and that a tight resulted from their being
put off the cars at St. Asaph Junction.
There was more or less conflicting testimony
as to the manner in which the men were put
off or got of! the traiu. and as to their con¬
duct before being put off. A tight followed
betwetn the prisoners and-I ho train men, iu
which Wertenbaker, who, it appears, had
taken no part in the row, ami who was

standing on the platform of a car, was struck
iu the stomach with a rock thrown by
Douglas Eidwell, aud was killed.
At a few minutes before 1 o'clock court

rt-ceBsed tillo'clock, aud the jury were
again given in charge of n builitl.
Court met again at .'1 o'clock, when J. T.

Betty was put upon the stand. His testi¬
mony varied somewhat from that of the wit-
nessea who preceded him, as he stated that
Wertenbaker was also engaged in the row.
At 1 o'clock A. D. Sullivan was called to

the stand aud was being examined when
this report closed.
Mr. J. J. Linnoy, of Washington, is em-

ployed as stenographer in the case.
It is thought that the trial will occupy the at¬

trition of the Court for tho nost two or throe
days.
Thk RECENT Storm..The vicinity of

Broad Run, Faiujuier county, was visited on

Suuday by tbo worst siorm ever known
there. It reached that neighborhood about
ö:o0 p. m. from the north, taking a southerly
direction, uprooting and breaking off trees,
unroofing bouses, and demolishing fences
and crops Wheat and hay just stacked
was toru down, and the corn just earing iu
souls fields was leveled to the ground. Tho
new Episcopal church at Little Georgetown
had tho roof torn oil and carried a long dis¬
tance.
Prince George's county, Md., opposite this

city, was visited on Sunday by a very heavy
storm. In the immediate vicinity of Upper
Marlboro' no serious damage was done, but
about three miles from that place the dam¬
age was considerable. A young man named
Mitchell was knocked insensible anil re¬
mained unconscious for some time. He is,
however, now in an improved condition. A
house on the farm of Thomas Clagett was
struck by lightning, but uono of the inmates
were seriously hurt. The wheat shocks and
corn and a great number of trees were de¬
stroyed. J. Irving Bowie, living near Marl*
boro', had two hams blown down and a

corn-bouse damaged. There was consider¬
able hail in some parts of the county.
Tho barn of Mr. A. W. Wkitmor, near Bappt-

bannock station, was struck by lightning during
tho storm on Suuday evening and, together with
it3 contents, completely destroyed by tire. Tho
proporty was insured.

Thk Steamer Mattano..The sinking
of the steamer Mattano at Posey's wharf
iu Chicamuxen creek on Sunday was re¬

ported in the gazette yesterday. She had
about forty passengers on board at the time,
and was making one of her regular trips
down the Potomac when a leak was discov-
tted, and she was immediately run in shore
to shallow water. The passengers slept on

board Snnday night, and yesterday morn¬

ing the steamer Waketield went down aud
took them to the landings for which they
were bound, also saving the freight. The
cause of the ieak cannot be ascertained
until the steamer is brought hero aud put
upon the ways, which will probably be
done in a few days. It is thought that
probably the beams of the bottom of the
craft sprung at the butt from severe strain¬
ing, hut nothing certain can now be known.
The Mattano is still resting on the bottom
where she sunk with the water nearly up to
her deck. Mr. Sheriff, the owner of the
Mattauo, who was down the river yesterday
to see after his steamer, returned this even¬

ing and says she ia in meven feet of water.
He has sent a boat and pumps to her as¬

sistance and will bring her to this city for
repairs as soon as she is raised.

Serious Charge..A young man named
George Harrison, hailing from Fredericks-
burg, but who came here this morning from
Washington, was arrested by Lieut. Smith
cn complaint of two young men from that
ci;y named R. L. aud Frank Goulden,
charged with stealing money from them.
The young men said that Harrison lived
with* them in Washington and that last
night he stole $2$ from one and $39 from the
other, the money being taken from their
room. Most of the money was recovered
by Lieut. Smith, and, cn an examination by
tbe Mayor, Harrison consented to return to

Washington without a requisition, so be was

locked up to await tho arrival of ollicers
from that cily, who were teiegraphed to
come for him at once. Detective Houo
came here this evening aud took Harrison
back to Washington.
Found Dead..Yesterday Mr. John Sinis¬

ter, who owned a farm near Mount Vernor.,
in Fairfax county, went to Mr. Fred
Schwab's restaurant, in Market alley, where
be had been stopping for some time, and
after partaking of a hearty dinner proceeded
to his room. Failing to appear this morn¬

ing a search in order to ascertain his where¬
abouts was instituted, and upon eutericg
his room he was found dead in bed. The
deceased hud been in the city for about
three weeks, during which time he had
been drinking, though apparently to no great
excess, and had made Mr. Schwab's house
bis stopping place. P.efore coming here he
had been working at Anuaudalo and Falls
Church. Mr. Sinister was a brother of Mr.
W. M. Sinister, the well-known dry goods
dealer of Washington. Mr. Lawson, brother-
in-law of tho deceased came here this morn¬

ing from Washington, and took charge
of the body, which was taken to Mr.
Wheat ley's establishment.

No Award..The Committee on Streets
met last night to consider the bids for num¬
bering the houses of the city. Bids were
received for numbering the houses and
placing names upon the street lamps
from Messrs. E. S. Fleming and S. J. Wim-
satt, of this city; H. I. Gregory and H.
Bumgardner, oi Washington, aud H. T.
Webster, of Baltimore, and for numbering
the houses alone from R. W. Boy er, of this
city. The prices ranged from lf> to SO cents
per house. As it appeared that tho bidders
were under the impression that the price
was the object aud not the quality of the
numbers to be furnished, the committee dt-
clined to make an award and notified the
bidders to send in new bids, which will be
opened to-morrow night, to which lime the
committee adjourned.

FlRE AT Culpepbr..A lire occurred at
Culpeper on Sunday night, originating in a

large frame dwelling owued by Harris &
Täte, whose loss is $500; no insurance. The
other losses were: J. S. Smith, frame build¬
ing, loss about $500, fully insured; Richard
Abbot, frame building, loss about $400, in¬
jured; P. Thomas, confectioner, loss about
$200 to stock and building ; insured. Other
buildings in the immediate vicinity caught
tiro repeatedly, and the Baptist and Episco¬
pal churches were saved by great efforts.
The lire is supposed to have been ofincendi¬
ary origin.

Struck by Lightning..During the
storm of yesterday evening the barn of Mr.

The building was almost
cut in two and several pieces were knocked
completely off.

Proctor, the latter colored.who had taken
shelter in tho barn, were injured by the
electric Quid, the latter very severely, and
may not recover.
