A Pathetic Tale..Thomas Abbott, of
St. Louis, recently disappeared. He is

about 30. His family live in New York and
are wealthy. He was educated for the
Methodist ministry and had a church in

Canada. He married a girl whose home
was near Toronto, and by his marriage he

displeased his family and as a result was

cast oil". He came to St. Louis with hin
bride about five weeks ago and got a job as

a silver plater, having learned the trade be¬
fore he became a preacher. They stuggled
along in poverty and distress until about
ten days ago, when the woman died as the
doctor said, from cholera morbus. Next
day the husband found a letter written by
her before she died, in which she declared
her intention of taking her life by poison,
and begging him to follow her. The let¬
ter is a lengthy and pathetic one, setting
forth all their trouble and accusing herself
of being the cause of it all. The second day
after her death he disappeared, and the next

day his employer got a letter in which he
declared his intention of following his wife.
With bis letter he inclosed his wife's last
epistle. The employer, who says he knows
Abbott's people in New York, thought he
would keep the matter quiet iQ the hope
that Abbott had not takeu his life, but. yes¬
terday, be changed bis mind and the matter
was given to the police. There seems to be
no doubt that the woman committed suicide
and indications certainly are that her hus¬
band followed her.

Two Men Killed by Lightning..A
bolt of lightning struck a small row boat in

Princess Bay, Staten Island, during a squall
yesterday afternoon and instantly killed
Michael J. Dixon and John P. Ryan, of New
York. The two men had gone fishing* in
company with Isaac Smith, the bath house
keeper at Princess Bay. Smith was knock¬
ed unconscious and remained so half an

hour. On recovering his senses he saw

Ryan's dead body hanging over the boat's
aide: the body was absolutely nude. The
body of 31 r. T)ixou has not yet been recov¬

ered. Dixon was a well-known ice cream
manufacturer aud Ryan was the proprietor
of an ice cream saloon.
