ENGLAND AND EcYTT.—Since the failure
of the Anglo-Egyptian convention the affair
has been left in abeyance, but now it is as-
serted that the Epglish government is
arranging for a convention again, which
will include France in the delibera-
tiona between themselves and the Sultan,
This will be somewhat of u victory for
France and rather a humiliating concession
for Euvgland, although a necessary oue to
make. France updeubtedly heid the guid-
ing rein en the Suoltan’s movements when
Sir Henry Drommond Wolfl, England’s
atalely ambassador, was urgicg the Turk to
sign the convention last July. The pro-
posed convenlion, if successful, will deli-
nitely determive the political statos of the
Suez cunal, the seltiement of which, the
Londen Observer admits, is at the bottom of
the Anglo Egyptian policy. This paper,
however, fears that the propoged convention
will unly complicate matters, and make less
dissdvantageous terms for Eogland than
vow exist. It claims that it would be far
better to leaye the aflaiv a8 it is, i slalu
qito, for this means at least poszession of the
Situstion. On the other hand the conven-
tion con only sesult in the withdrawal of
Engjend’s troops from Egypt, and the 0b-
#erver Lhinks that noe concessions that are
fikel v io be made can compensate for the
loss of dictatorie] power. The truth is prob-
wbly thet while considerations respecting
the capal are ostecsibly the primary rensons
for the convention, in reality they have the
least to do with it, Epglend long ago lost
her ruling power in this commercial enter-
prize, aud no trouble ia feared on this score,
Bat the true wotives for the settlement of
tho vexed Egyptian question will more tru-
Iy be found in the fact that Englund’s power
in Africa is dreaded by Frapce, and the lat-
ter forees the English government to come
io some definite basig in the matter.

ACCIDENTALLY SHoT.—George Rawlett
aged 18 yerrs, o blackemith by trade, was
killed Saturday uight while standing talks
ing to a friend in front of bis shop, on the
Good Hope Hill road, four miles above
Jniontown, and beyond the District of Co-

lumbin line. Just previous to the shooling
four colored men collected near the door of
the shop, and it was noticed that they had
been drinking, and soon got to quarreling
over the result of a game of cards. ““What
is the trouble with the darkies?” asked
Rawlett’s friend. “Idon’t know unless they
are (alking about cards,’’ was the reply. At
this juncture one of the colored men was
seen 1o draw o pistol aud level it at another
colored man. The crowd of men began to
run off, and the one against whom the most
malice was exhibited ran in the direction of
Rawlett. The man with the pistol took aim
at the latter and fired, missiog him, and the
bullet went crashiog into Rlawlett’s brain.
He fell to the ground, and, after lingering
a few mioutes, expired. The shooting
cnused intense excitement in the locality,
und the citizens went in pursuit of the col-
ored men, and succeeded in capturing three
of them. The sheriff of Prince George's coun-
1y was notified, and he lodged the prisoners
in jail at Marlboro. The fourth man escaped,
and when last peen was goiog in the direc-
tion of Washington. The names of the col-
ored men could not be learned, and only
meggre details were obtained by the police.

Yesterday afterncon the body of woung
Rawlett was taken to bis bome, at the cor-
ver of Sixth and H streets southwest Wash-
ington. The deceased was said to bea good
mechanic, was industrious, and his untimely
end is deeply felt by his many friends.
