The Location of Mt. Vcrnou Avenue.
In the work of determining the permanent

location of the avenue there will doubtless
be a great conflict of opinions, and not a few
of the land holders living within a radius of
of fivo or six miles below Alexandria will be
greatly disappointed when the matter shall
hBve boen fixed and settled. Of course

every man would liko to have the "great
highway" to pass within a convenient dis
tance of his homestead, no matter how
round about the course, nor bow great the
difficulties and expenses of construction.
We have not been looking at this project as

a real estate speculation got up ic tbe in
terests of any syndicate or clique merely to
boom the prices of anybody's lands and lo
make a few people rich at the expense of
the national treasury, but we have viewed
it from the first as a movement to add an-

other national memorial to tho great chief
tain whose name and fame wo all delight to
praise and honor by conveniently connect
iog his beautiful city with his home and
sepulchre; and it uaems to us that in de-
termining tbe route, the considerations
which fchould mainly weigh with those who
shall have that important matter in charge
are those of all the possible sources at
command for making the way one
which will be delightful and interest
ing to (he throngs of travelers of every
land and clime who «hall journey over
it. By a route which has already been prospected
and rouehly mapped out tor examination (wo
speak now of the stretch below Alexandria) such
sources es ist to a remarkable extent and diversity
all along its course. This route lies for five miles
along the summits of the liver crests through
level or gently undulating llclds, checkered by
tho lines of an improving hnsbandry and dotted
over by pleasant homesteads, nearly all of which
lie within tho former boundaries of Washington's
cs'ate. By this way tho tourist may have con¬

tinual surprises of natural scenery and objects of
interest. The broad bosom of tho Potomac, with
its grand slopes, its sails and steamers, its fortifi¬
cations Htid its cities, with their towersaod domes,
will bo continually iu his view, a most beautiful
and varied panoinma of which he will not tire.
And whilo the foregoing aro desirable and essen¬
tial considerations in tho choico of u route, there
is another that should have its due weight and
influence, and that is tho favorable conditions
which it affords iu tho nature of the grounds
over which it would pass for tho laying aud con¬

struction of a great highway. The builders would
find no marshes nor quicksands, but solid grouud
everywhere, with stone for b:d foundation and
gravol aud sand in variety abundant and conve¬

nient. It is noJcrttord that a rcconuoisanco will
bo made by tho a-sociation committee over tho
land-; south of Alexandria in a few days, when
their attention will be caPod to tho various ad¬
vantages of the route to which wo have roferred.

TO-DAY'S TELEGRAPHIC NEWS.

The Laying of the Corner Stone or
the Lee Monument.

Richmond, Va., Oct. 27..The day open¬
ed gloomy and wet with no chaDge in the
condition of the weather from that which
has prevailed for three days past. The

heavy clouds which have overhung the

city einceSunday and night have given an a'-
most incessant down pour of rain, remained
unbroken and threatening, and Richmond's
big day was nshered in with misty raini
which fell steadily with no indication of
cessation. Despite all this however, tho peo¬
ple of tho city and the mauy thousands of

vieitcrs were early on tho Blrc-ets, and by
none o'clock the moving multitude was so

great that it wa3 plainly evident that Rich¬
mond's population for the day was as

iarge and probably larger than on any
previous occasion. At an early hour the
sound of martial music was heard in

every direction and military, mounted
and aloot could be seen moving to tbeir
various positions preparatory to the forma¬
tion of the procession. Mounted marshals
and couriers dashed hither and thither di
rccting the movements of tbe troops and ar¬

ranging tbe line of march. Before ten
o'clock the rain had temporarily ceased, but
the clouds remained unbroken and threat¬
ening. The people, however, seemed not
to notice tbia, but had apparently made up
their minds to carry out the programme of
the day in all details, rain or shine. The
visiting military confcists of two corps of ca

dets, one from the Virginia Military Insti¬
tute and the other from the Blacksburg Ag¬
ricultural and Mechanical College; two

regiments ol Virginia infantry ; three com¬

panies of cavalty, four companies of artille¬
ry ; also two companies of infantry from
North Carolina and one from Maryland.
Besides theee there are several camps of
Confederate veterans from different parts ol
-the State, and six hundred veterans of the

Maryland line. The latter arrived here
tbia morniDg'and their appearance on the
otreots with the Marine band, of Washing
too, at the head of tbe line created consid
erable interest and they were everywhere
greeted with enthusiosm. Four professors
and fifty-five students arrived tbia morning
from the Washington and Lee University
General R. E. Lee was, at tbe lime oi
