10:47a. m —1It is learned that Liogg at-
tempted hislife by meansofa fulminating case
and not with a ravolver, as first stated. He
had the case in his mouth and lit it with &
gand!e which was buroiog in his cell. The
explosion was the first warning that the jail
people bad, the guard sceing bim with the
candle in his hand supposiog that he was
lighting a cigar. From the effects of Lbe
exploeion half of his head was torn away.
