Coons are said to be plentiful
this year in some portions of the county, and
hunting them is generally considered to be
fine sport. One of our Eastern Shore ex¬

changes tells bow to hunt them. It says:
.'This little animai, when chased from a

cornfield by a lively Dack of hounds some¬

times runs two or three miles before he is
driven up a tree, but his route is often cir¬
cuitous and the hunter always in cood hear¬
ing distance. As a general thing, however,
he is driven to a tree in twenty minutes
after the dogs are hot oa his trail; then
conies 'the tug of war,' the fight. A lighted
torch is produced, and, when not shot, the
'varmint' is shaken out of the tree by the
best climber, when a scene of the wildest
excitement ensues. The coon is a vicious
lighter and dies games. He has been known
\o fall in the midst of a half dozen dogß, and
then make his escape. The hours for bunt¬

ing are between 3 o'clock in the morning
and daylight. For years tho coon has been
highly prized as a dainty dish by the color¬
ed man; but not uutil later years did the
'pale faeö' ficd out how savory a dish it

was when properiv served; the black man

knowingly kept him in ignorance of it, be¬
cause during slavery times, it was his chief
sport and delight to have a big coon supper
with Bongaud dance.".Marlboro' [Md.) Ga¬
zette.
