A Scene at a Funeral.
Tho funern! Fervices of Henry P. Hay took

place Saturday afternoon from 409 Spruce
street, LfcDroit Park, Washington, and was

interrupted by a sensational expose tbat is
now the talk of the town. The deceased
was for many yeara a clerk in the first Au¬
ditor^ office, and was believed to be a re¬

tired physiciau. The house in which the
remains lay is a neat brick cottage situated
ou the north side of the street, with a side
porch overgrown with vines. Mrs. Louisa
C. B. Wickersham and her daughter, Helen
B. Wickersüam, occupied the place, the lat¬
ter, aged about twenty-five years. All that
.,:>- kuowu of the dead man was that he was
a brother of the late Malcolm Hay, of Pitts-
burg, at one time first assistant Postmaster
General. Among bis associates Dr. Hay
was looked upon as a bachelor, and be has
never been heard to refer at any time to a
wife and family. There arose, of course, at
times, some gossip about him and Miss
Wickersham, und it was believed tbat tbey
were to he married; at any rate, rumor had
it so. Dr. Hay died on Thanksgiving day.
The funeral was arranged to leave the house
Saturday afternoon for Bock Creek cemete¬
ry, and the services were to be in tho Epis
copa! church at that place. Friends poured
iutu the house in numbers at the appointed
lime to take a last look at the face of tho
dead man. Among those who entered
were two youu^ men. who quietly forced
their way to the side of tho casket. The
elder, turniug to his brother, suddenly
exclaimed, in tones that caused as great
a sensation us if the dead man
bad arisen and himself spoke :
"Hero is your father, brought to this

through tbeee infamous women, and I want
these people to know that we are his sons,
and have been n-fused every detail as to tho
circumstani of his death and funeral and
concerning hin epiritual welfare. Ispeak in
justice lo the communily, which has been
grossly deceived as to the relations existing
be ween my father and these women, Helen
B. Wickei -bam and her mother. They have
wri eked a once happy family and brought
sorrow and irretrievable afilictiou upon a
;ljv).:¦; wife and afl'ectiona'o children.'1

abused them. Mrs. Wickersham and her
daughter were upstairs at the time getting
ready is go to the church.

to get a placf, but my uncle would not rec

o^nize him or have anything to do with bim
on account of his desertion of my mother.
In 1SS5 my mother was granted a divorce
from him. and the ground alleged in the
bill wos adultery with Miss Wickersham.
While the family were ail away from home
one time father came home and took all the
furniture out of the house, and when I went
up there to see his remains I recognized my
mother's furniture tbat I had been familiar
with ever since I knew anything. They re¬
fused to even let me enter the bouse, but I
was determined to aEsert my rights and to
let the people among whom tbey have been
living know juat wbat kind of women these
nre that have used their influence to wreek
my father's life and home. I understand
that he bought the house they lived in
out there, and put it in Mis;j Helen's name,
and be made a will, under their undue In-
fluence, and left all of bis personal property
to her."
Miss Wickersham is a very attractive per-

son, and ail that she would say was tbat no

dependence could be put in theyoung manV""
statements. She declined to talk about Mr.
Hay's desertion of his family. A Mr. Stew
art. who was present at the scene, was asked
for, but the information waa given that he
had gone back to Philadelphia.
