The Committee on Light..Having read

with furprise several attacks upon the Com¬
mittee on Light of the City Council, and
which, being a member of that committee
and knowing its motives, I considered un¬

just, I think it proper to inform the pub¬
lic of the objects cf tho committee in award¬
ing the contract for lighting and extinguish¬
ing the street lamps. Heretofore, as I sup¬
pose most every one koows, the lamps have
been liuhted by persons employed and paid
by the members of the police force and ex¬

tinguished by those officers. If, at the hour
tor extinguishing the lights, an officer had a
warrant to serve or witnesses to summon
who were employed in Washington, and had
to leave tho city at an early hour in the
morning, of course the lights continued to
burn uutil his official duties were perform¬
ed, as "the law doesn't contemplate that a

police officer shall light and extinguish the
r-tittt Jumps," and we are surpiised that u

citizso would exhibit his ignorance in print
when our accommodating Auditor or Cloik
of Council would have been pleased to fur-
i ish him with a copy of the city laws. The
Committee on Light considered it not only
mi injustice to tho members of the police
fo.re, who were forced to pay for tho light
ing of the lamps out of their small salaries,
but felt confident that it was not a safe plan,
n- a policeman could bo located while ex

tinguisbing the lights by evil-incjined per¬
ron-. "Taxpayer''.though we are unable
tosaj whether or not he is a taxpaytr.

ms to fear that he will have to help make
up $600 per annum to pay for lighting ai.d
extinguishing ibo lamps. I deure to state
for the benefit of those who read his com¬
munication that there need be no fears en-
t< rtaincd from this. With tho old system of
lighting aud extinguishing the streot lamps
not leas than $1,200 worth of gas (actual cost
of manufacture) was wasted annually. By
!!... present system the committee are confi¬
dent that this $1,200 can be prevented by
properly regulating the lights, and thus
save t:i" gas woiks $600 per annum after
paying the contractor. The above are a few
ol tl i- objects the committee had in view,
and if "Tuxriayer"' and the gentleman who
didn't know the committee bad the law on
their Ride desire any further information it
will be cheerfully furnished by
