This
eminent prelate was born in Thalmassing,
Bavaria, on Jaouary 14,1809 He was by
his parents intended for the legal profea.
sion, but as be reacoed manhood showed de-
cided preferenca for a higher mode of life
aod prepared bimself for Lhe priesthood.
He was ordained a priest of the Catholic
Church July 81,1831, The following year
he became a member of the Benedictice
Order st the Abbey of Metten, which had
just been re established by King Louia I, of
Bavaria. From that time till 1846 he filled
professorehips st the colleges of the Bene
dietine Order in Augsburg and Munich, In
1846, seeing tho need of more priests of Ger-
man pationality in the United Stales, be,
with a small band of faitbful followers,
came to Lhe United States aud settled in
W.-tmoreland county, Fa., pear Latrobe,
wiere he founded the Monrstery of 8t, Vin-
cent. The memberspip of the order
rupidly incressed and in 1554 Pope Pius
1X, created St Vincent’s sn abbey, with
Boniface Wimmer as its first abbot. Pope
Tieo XIIT, raised the abbot to the dignity of
w1 arch-abbot in 1883, and entitled him to
wear “Magna Cappa’ The Beoedictines
huve founded ahbeys and mopssteries in
1any states of the Union, notably in New
ark, N. J.; Atchison, Kan. ; St Lauis, and
on the lake neer Minneepolis, The collenes
af the order arevery prosperous and have
prepered upward of 500 secuilar priests for
vrdination.
