Washington. D. C. Jan. 28.1888.
Senator Riddleberger, in a talk with tbe

Gazette's correspondent to day, asked tbe
latter where be got tbe report he wrote about
tbe message Associate Justice Lamar recent¬
ly sent bim, tbe Senator. Tbe correspond¬
ent replied it was unprofessional to reveal
sources of Information, and asked in return
if tbe report was not correct. Tbe Senator
laughingly replied that be could not deny
it. Tbe Senator said be understood that
some of tbe republicans of bis State who had
signed tbe recent request to tbe national re-
publican committee to recognize Gen. Ma-
hone as tbe bead and front of the republican
party of Virginia were now sorry they did
so.

Letter from Richmond.

Richmond, Va., Jan. 27..The sub-com¬
mittee of the House Committee on Privile
ges and Eiecltone, appointed to take evi¬
dence in tbe McCllntic contested election
eise and prepare a report to the committee,
will hold a meeting tc-morrow, at which
time it h expected that they will agree np
on a report. The impression is that the
sub-committee will report that McClintic is
not an actual resident of the district com¬

prising the couuties of Alleghany, Bath and
Highland, but Judge Bristow, the republi¬
can member of the sub committee, said to¬
day that he did not think that such a report
would be made. The Judge, however, bad
not had any consultation with Mr. Moore, of
PulaBki, and Dr. Simpson, of Fairfax.

A fact in McClintic's favor is
this: He once was a legal resident of Bath,
and the burden of proof must, so the law¬
yers eay, r< st upon the State to locate Mc¬
Clintic's residence somewhere outBide of the
Bath district. This, as far as I can see, has
not been done.

The rveiv Regietration Bill».
The followiDg is tbe bill to provide for a

new registration cf voters for the city of Al¬
exandria, introduced in the State Senate by
request by Mr. Moore, and referred to the
Committee of Privileges and Elections:

1. Be it enacted, &o., That there shall be
a new registration of the voters of the city
of Alexandria, to ba made at such time dur¬
ing the year eighteen hundred and eighty-
eight as may ba determined by the electoral
board of said city, by wnich said voters shall
be registered only on tbe book of the ward
in which they respectively reside. Notice
of the time and place or places for euch new
registration shall be given by said electoral
board by publication in the newspapers of
said city and by printed notices posted in at
least ten public places in each of said wards
for at least ten days prior to tbe beginning of
Buch registration.

2. The registrars of such wards shull sit
for ten days at the piece or places desig¬
nated for such now resignation, and shall
within five days after completing the same
cause to bo posted in two or more public
place s of their respective wards lists of all
persons admitted by them to registration.

3. In all other respeuts as herein provided
tho duties of said registrars shall be pre
scribed by tbe general registration laws of
the State. Tbe registration made under
this act shall have the same force and virtue
as though made under tbe said general reg¬
istration laws ; shall be revised, altered, ad¬
ded to and amended in the mode prescribed
by the said general laws, and shall take tbe
place of all registrations of voters hereto¬
fore made in and for said city.

4. The said registrars shall receive as

compensation for their services two dollars
per day each day of their Bitting as regis¬
trars under the second aecliou of this act.

5. The Secretary of the Commonwealth
shall furnish the Clerk of the Corporation
Court of said city with so many registration
books as may be necessary to carry out the
provisions of this act.

G. All acts and parts of acts in conflict
with this act are hereby repealed.

7. This act shall be in force irom its pas
sage.

The following is the bill to provide for a

new registration of voters in the county of
Alexandria, introduced in the State Senate
by Mr. Moore, and referred to the Commit¬
tee of Privileges and Elections:

1. Be it enacted by tbe General Assembly
of Virginia, That there shall be a new regis¬
tration of the voters of tbe county of Alex¬
andria, to be made at such time during tbe
year eighteen hundred and eighty-eight as

may be fixed by the electoral board of the
said county. The said board shall for at
least ten days before such registration is
begun, give notica thereof by publication in
tbe newspapers of Alexandria city and by
printed handbills, potted at not less than
five places, in each precinct. After such
notice is given, the registrars of the several
precincts Bhall proceed to register tbe names
of all qualified voters entitled to registration
therein, and shall complete the registration
within six days from the time of tbe com¬
mencement thereof, whereupon each regis¬
trar shall cause to be posted at three or more

public places in bis precinct, printed or
written lists of all persons admitted by him
to registration.
2 In all respects, except as herein other

wise provided, the registrars shall be gov¬
erned by the general law, and the registra¬
tion, when made, shall have the same force
and effect as though made in pursuance
thereof, and shall be eubject to revision acd
amendment according to the provisions
thereof. Tbe said registration shall take
tbe place of all registrations heretofore made
in said county.

3. The Ssoietary of the Commonwealth
shall furnish the Clerk of the County Court
of Alexandria so many registration books
as may be necessary to carry out the pro¬
visions of this act.

4. This act shall ba in force from it9 pas¬
sage.

A Veto..Governor Lee has returned to
the State Senate, without his approval, tho
bill to permit tax payers who have tendered
coupons in payment of taxes to make pay¬
ment in money to county and city treasur¬
ers. His objections are:

First. The relief granted applies to those
persons who may hereafter tender coupons
for taxes as well as to those who have here¬
tofore made such tender; and as there are

bub two terms of tbe Circuit Court per an¬
num tbe privilege granted of paying CDunty
treaaurerB after tender of coupons will be in
many cases to grant six months time to with
draw the same, incurring but trifling costs,
thus offering an inducement to tend r.

Second. Tbe bill seeks to make the tax-
payer an officer to return receipts for taxes
to the Auditor of Public Accounts, wbosball
then open an account with tbe treasurer,
&c. As many tax-payers will never send
the3e receipts it is plain the treasurer's ac¬
counts will be open for an indefinite period.
Tbe eleventh section of the present law is
concise, clear and comprehensive, both in
providing for the collection of the tax, and
the settlement and closing up the accounts
of the officers.

Third. A very large portion of the ten¬
ders which have been made were for taxes
of 1885, and there is now due upon auch
taxes more than a year's interest. This bill
relieves the parties who made the tenders
from payment of this interest.
These are some of the reasons which in¬

duce me to send tbe bill back to the Senate
without my signature.

The C'hoctaws aud Their Claims.
