Justice to Mrs. Jol».
Job was a wonderfully-afflicted man, but

as a partial compensation- for it be has bad
the sympathy of the human race for 1,000
years. Butithasnotbeonsowitb Job's wife;
nobody baa ever spoken a kind word of her.
On the contrary, she has been beld up for
forty centuries as a horrible example. But
for all that we are confident the poor wo¬
man deserves a better place in history than
she bas ever occupied. If she was sour-

tempered she bad enough to give an acid
tinge to üer disposition. Sho was made to
drink the dregs from a very bitter cup, and
it is probable tbat ehe bore her trouble, witb
about as much equanimity as the average
woman would do.
In the first place, she was suddenly it-

duced from luxury so penury. Any un¬
fortunate woman wbd has suffered this or
deal knows just tbe frame of mind poor
Mrs. Job. was in.
In the next place, she was bereft of her

children. There is no griefso burdensome as
tost which falls upon a mother's heart when
tbe grave hides her children from sight.
In addition to thi3 accumulation of sor¬

rows ehe was left witb an invalid busband
cc her hands. Job was covered with hoi!s,
and experience has taught us tbat tbero i3
no more exasperating patient than a man
with a boil on him. There are wives, and
good wives, too, in this Christian land of
ours whose lives have been made most
miserable for days and weeks at a time by
a hu-band and ono boil. Ju9t think then,
what this poor woman had to endure with
a husband witb perhaps from 500 to 1,000
boila on bim. Is it any wonder that the
woman encouraged her husband to termi¬
nate his existence?. Tho only wonder is
that -he didn't cut her own throat in des¬
pair.
But these were not all the troubles tbat

Job's wife had to bear. Her husband's
fiit-nd.- came on h visit to bim and took
possession of tbe house for eiz weeks at a
time. Other women, and good womon, too,
have bad to endure the same affliction and
they can very easily account for Mrs. Job's ex¬
hibition of bud temper. Job-got worried witb
the three visitors himself, aiid yet he didn't
have to wait on them, to clean up their
rooms, to wipe tbo tobacco juice from the
parlor carpet every day, to sweep out
the mud tbey carried in on their boote,
and to submit to tbe thousand end oce an¬

noyances tbat a male vi-itor gives tbe house¬
keeper.

It is about lime thai somebody was rais¬
ing a voice in defence of Job'e wife and
sawng a kind word for tbe poor woman

who, for 4.000 years, bas suffered the
slings of unju.se criticism in uncomplainiug
silence.
There aro h grea* many Job's wives in

tbe world to <iuy. Wo meet '.hem every
day. They may not have husbands with
boiia on their bodies', hut they nave husbands
who vo to tbe clubs of evenings. Tbey
have husbands who are selfish enough to
devote ail their iimo to business and plea-i-
:irr. without considering that a portion cf
that time of right belongs to the woman,
tbe charm of whoso existence is his com¬

panionship. Tbe Job's wiveB of to day are
tbe women wbo are burdened with the
cares and sorrows of this life and , who get
no sympathy. And their name is legion..

The
mourners shrieked and lied, tumbling over
one another in their frantic baste; and,
ihoutth tho supposed corpse begged piteous-
ly not to be left alone, even the wife desert¬
ed tbe casa. and could cot be induced to re¬
turn till tbe next day, after strangers bad
sWn the man ''clotbed and in his right mind,"
and bad repeatedly assured her that be bad
only been iu a particu'ariy sound sleep.
