Iu that session be resumed
bis speech, when Senator Stewart, of Ne¬
vada resolved to test the opinion of the Sen¬
ate, and moved to pes'poue the further con»
sideration of the treaty until next December,
in other words to kill it, and his motion was

adopted by a vole ol 23 to 21, Every mem¬
ber cf the republican Foreign Affairs Com¬
mittee of the republican I*. S. Senate except
Mr. Sherman, who was not present, voted
ugttin-tthe postponement's was natural, as

every one of them had voted to report the
treaty favorably. The defeat of the treaty
is attributed to Senator Riddleberger, who
was in receipt this morning of many com*

plimeut* and congratulations. The Senator
says that the trtaty is now among the things
that were, and that his next move will be
to secure electric cable etreet cars in this
city.

violent. To the interruptions of the Sena¬
tors, bis replies were so personal that the
galleries became noisy and the chair threat¬
ened to clear them. At last the chair call
ed bim to order.
"Ob, you can call me to order," be sneer

ed. ''There are t wo sets of rules here.one
for the Senate and one for me. The chair
can always find reasons for declaring me
out of order.
He persisted in bis course and appealed

from the chair's decision. The scene threat¬
ened to become a scandal.

The Queen's Speech.
London, Feb. 9..Parliament assembled

to day. The Queen's speech, opening the
session, was read by Royal Commission. In
it she states that her government continues
to receive from all the powers cordial assur¬

ances of friendly sentiments as well as of an
earnest desire to maintain the peace of the
world. British officers in conjunction with
those of the Emperor ot Russia have com¬

pleted the demarcation of the Afghanietan
boundary in conformity with the terms of
tbe convention of 1887, and trusts the work
thus concluded may tend to remove the pos¬
sibility of a misunderstanding betweeu the
two powers regarding their Asian posses¬
sions. Animated by a desire to prevent an

effusion of blood she despatched a mission
to the King of Abyssinia with the hope of
dissuading him from engaging in a war with
Italy. She regrets that her efforts were not
successful. The deliberations of tbe con¬

ference at Washington to adjust ques
tions which have arisen between Can
ada and America are still progressing.
Tbe negotiations commenced in 1885 in res¬

pect to tbe regulation of the Sue/ caual
have been brought to a conclu-sion so far as

the points of difference between the Queen
and the French Republic are concerned.
The measures which at great labor were

passed last session for the benefit of Ire
land have been carefully oarried into effect
during tbe period since elapsed. Tbe result
of this legislation so far as tested by this
short experience is satisfactory. Agrarian
crime has diminished and the power of
coercive conspiracies has sensib'y abated.

illlMsingr Steamers.
Philadelphia, Feb. 8..The strange dia

appearance of three "tramp" British steam¬

ers, all bound to this portj is reported by
Messts. Naylor <5c Co., their consignees.
Shippiog circles are greatly concerned over

their fate, as their captains are well known
here. The missing vessels are:.The Dar-
ten, Captain McKio of London. She left
Cardiff December 20 for Leghorn. The Lu-
fra, Captain Grimstead, of West Hartlepool.
She left Cardiff December 12 for Genoa.
The Algitba, Captain Barwiae, of North
Shields. She lefc Shields December 24 for
Palermo. All three were last surveyed at
this port and had each a crew of about
twenty-five men. Naylor <£ Co., havo re¬

ceived a cablegram from their London
house saying these vessels are missing. All
left England loaded with coal, and were to
reload with iron for this port, having been
chartered by Naylor & Co., for this pur¬
pose. No tidings have since been beard of
them, and they havfi been posted at tbe

Lloyds as "missing."
A Ilortte Epidemic.

New York, Feb. 9..A disease resembling
diphtheria, which broke out among tbe
horses in this city about a monlb ago, is

keeping the veterinary surgeons very busy.
It is in the nature of an epidemic, and there
is probably no large stable in town that has
not two or more cases of it. It invariably
proves fatal unless treated heroically in its
incipient stages. Scores of animals have
died from it, aud others are dying every
day." The greatest sufferers have been tbe
truckmen, who own only one or two horses,
and who have but poor accommodations for
them. There is a disposition among board
ing and livery stable keepers to deny the
existence of, or to make'light of the disease
in order not to frighten their customers.
But that it is widespead and dangerous may
be seen by the unusual number of carcasses

on the offal pier.
Stabbed HimneirtVUh Ills Shears.
New York, Feb. 9..Thomas S. Shaw, hat

finisher, who used to be Vice-President of
the Hat Finishers' Union, drank eome beer
with his forty fellow workmen yesterday
noon, and then left tbe workshop, taking
his 10 inch hat shears with him. A few min
Utes later tbe men beard him groaning in a

c!o3et in the hallway, aud, bursting it open,
found him in a half consciouscondiiion, with
blood flowing from three ugly wounds in his
left breast. His shears lay beside him with
che blades stained with blood. He had wound
some twinearound the bandies, to getafirm-
er grip on them, and plunged them into bis
body four or five inches. He failed to reach
a vital part. No cause can be assigned for
the rash action.

A. Lunatic Attempts Suicide.
New York, Feb. 9..Michael O'Keefe j

has been confined in the King's county In-
sane Asylum at Flatbush since September, |1883, when he shot himself on hie mother's
grave at Holy Cross Cemetery. Since his
incarceration he bas made repeated efforts
to kill himself. He bas tried to beat his
brains out and to starve himself. It has
just leaked out that O'Keefe tried to com-1

mit suicide on January 24, last, by cutticgbis threat with a rszir ij the barber's
room. He was discovered by the nurse
who managed to get the raz.-r from him af-
ter a strugg'e.
