Day Fixed..Gov. Jackaou,of Maryland,
yesterday -igned tbe death warrant, fixing
Friday, April 27, for tbe execution of John
Becjam a Biscoe, colored, tbe mutderer of
Copt.

Marj's couuty. Biscoe, who is now in jail
at Leonardtown, was twice convicted of the
murder, the first time August 29, 18S6. and
the ca^-e was twice before the Court of Ap¬
peal-1.
