The epe-
cial oceasion of the discussion is the destitu-
vion which the London poor feel moet acate-

There i3
much in this theory that appesls to kind
humen hearts. *'Is it not better,”’ we hear
it often naked, ““to furnich work to the idle,
and =0 make them useful to the commauaity,
than Lo pay for Lbeir support in poorhonaea
and worse still, in prisons?” If thosa were
the sotoel alternatives, thers would be far
less opposition to the scheme of making
work for the unemployed. Ifthe adoption
of the former courge would banish poverly
and erime, few people would be found to
contend against it. Even on the ground of
economy alone,shrewd taxpeyers would not
demur to & scheme which, if it did not re-
duce their burdens would et least give an
increased security to their possessicns, And
so, on all accounts, the cootroversy oow
carried ov in the London press nas & gen-
uine practical interest, not only in the Brit-
ish metropolis, butin every preat city. New
York has its share of mecharcics and labor-
ing mer who belong to Llhe melancholy
ranks of the unemployed.
