but little hair. His feature* are distorted
another evidence of pain.but are aeen very
distinctly, and bis open mcuth f;bows bis

tongue. Near the bodies were also found
curiously formed beads, and the perfect form
of a cat, which seems tu have shared tboir
burial place. From the appearance of the
bodies and their nurroundinga it is thought
fhey must have been dead at least 800 years.
