A Model Tower ok Silence..The Ber¬

lin Anthropological Museum has just re¬

ceived a present, of a very valuable and in¬

teresting nature through the generositv of a
Persian banker. Sir Jarusadji Jijibhai, a

model of one of the "towers of silence'' in
which the Parsees bary their dead. Ac¬

cording to the religion of the Zaroastrians
the three sacred elements, lire, earth, and
water, ar<« not allowed to be desecrated by
dead bodies, which, accordingly, are given
to birds of prey. For this purpose high
round towers are built on the hill?, which
have ü circumferer.ee of ."00 feet. At the
top of tho tower is a platform eloping toward
tho centre, where a cistern 150 feet deep is
placed. The pint foim i§ divided into three
equal parts, set apart for the bodies of men,
women and children. As soon us the naked
corpses have been placed flocks of vultures,
which are always covering round, beein
their ghastly meal, and before long only the
bare bones are left. These are swept into
the cistern by means of water, with which
the platform is Hushed, and after the bones
are dissolved in the cistern the water parses
through four subterranean canals and is then
disinfected by means of a filter..Pall Mall
Gazttte.
