ly about live feet taiL He was born in Lir-
tningharn, England. He looks like an Eo;r
lishmisn, ana speaks the language with ft

strong cockney accent, and Lo has an Eng¬
lishman's love for hosing, and uses the slang
of the riug. His parents, he says, were
French.

of red wine and gravy in it. I carve tho
bird and put all tho hones and back into
tha sauce, The cdor and nppearnuce of the
bird excites the appetite. It takes twcnly-
fivo minutes lo cook a woodcock. The bird
has only been cooked ten minutes when I
carve i!. Now, I send the meat back to the
oven for fifteen minutes, and the buck and
bones, in which the richest flavor is found,
are left to stow. When the meat comes back
it is on n hot plate, and 1 strain the rich
sauce over it.".N. Y. Sun.
