The great flood that now prevails aleeg
the Mississippi river has never been equaled
but ooce, the single exception being in 1851,
Ten daye ago the water rencbed the danger
point, end from that time hes beep rising
steadily af the rate of from four to fourteen
iochea daily. The povernment guspe now
merks nineteen feet nine icches, being seven
inches higher than during the great flood of
1851, Above and below Quiney, Il1., are
over 100 miles of levees for the protection of
fuily 200,000 acres of land, the most produc-
tive ferming laods io thewvalley. On Bua-
day morning the firsh break oceurred in nae
of these great embankments known ss the
Indien Grove levee, During the day two
other crevesses were made and within a few
bousa thousands of acres of winter wheat,
thet promised a yield of from forty tc eixly
bushels en scre, were laid weste. The
farme:s had been workiog upon the em-
bankmert pight and day in the Lope of sav-
ing their homes, and when the flood came
thewsjority of them had barely time to save
their families, so sndden nnd overwhelming
was tho onrush of the weters, Outside the
embankment wes the great river, = solid
body of water twenty feet deep, and &8 scon
23 u crevasse was made it poured through
the openiug with o roar that could be beard

# long distance. FEvery moment in-
crensed the width of Lthe crevasse and
the great flood that wes to cerry de-

stroction in iis pathway. Thrifty hbomes

Narly in the week
the Alexandris leves, thirly miles above
Quiney, gave way, completely flooding that
thrifty eity.

The river ahoeve and Lzlow East Hananibal
is from ten to fifteen miles broad, covering
all the farms on both sides end extending
from the bBlufls en the Ilicois side to the
high biefls in Missouri, The 2cenec of deso-
lation betwesn Quincy wnd Haunibal is sim-
ply pitiable. What wes & few daysage e
fertile valley teemiog with aburdant crops
i3 a vasl expense of water, deseried by every
lividdr thing. Hundreds of men, women, and
children are pathered on the biuffs in small
groups, desolate, forlorn, and desparing,
Many of them are uiterly destitute, having
neither suflicient clothing nor shelter, and
some sufleving for food, despito the bravery
of more fortunate neighbors, who aremaking
every exertion to relieve their immediate
wants, Railroeds runcing ioto Quincyare
suricusly embarrassed, aod the loswes torails
road intereslzs will be much moro serions
than hes been aaticipated.

Communication to the west from Quiney
is entirelv eut off, every rodd beiug under
water, In that city factoriesend warebouses
plong the river nre ceriously embarrassed
end largs huildings ere being graduslly un-
dermined by the rushi walera, Ihors-
day evening = mass mesiing wos held to
devise means for the immediate relief of the
destitute sufferers from the flood. For Lbe
pret two or three days these helpless peo-
ple bave becn coming to the city in boats,
« single rowhost often conlaining ao eptire
family with such borzehold effects a2 could
ba quickly pathered together. For tendags
it has rained steadily to add to thasuffering.

The water is siill steadily rising sod the
worst of the flond has not yet besn reached.

Thu siluation smong the people sufleriog
from this disaster iz practically unchanged
sinco yesterday. They are in especial need
for feed for their etock, hundrads of which
are huddled together on the the embank-
ments and oply partielly fed by the citi-
zens among whom the sufferers have faken
refuge. The first loss of numan life was re-
ported yesterdey morsing. Before thers
had been s number of narrow escapes f{rom
drowning ic etforts to rescue stock,
