Severe Storms.

TorexA, Kan., May 20 —The eastern half
of Kangsas has had one of the heaviest rains
known for many years. I ecmmenced on
Saturday night, coutinuing all day Sunday
and Sunday wight, and is still raining in the
northern half of the Btate. The ralns were
accomprnied Sunday night by very heavy
wind aod hail stones, In many places the
bail was of exeeedingly large sizy and drift
ed to the depth of three feet, The hail fell
with great force, tearing the shingles cff
roofs of houses, etarting the hlood all over
the cattle and driviog the horses aguinst
barbed-wire fences.

Capiz JunctioN, Obio., May 20.—A ler-
rible wind storm ewept over Cadizearly la:t
evening. Tt was heralded by aroaringsound
like heavy arlillery and black eclouds, cap-
ped by rolling white ones, leaped high in
the air and whirled with terrible velacity.
A few minules alteritswept downward near
the roofs and epiree of the higher buildiogs,
The Presbyterinn Church was rocked Lo ils
very fonndation, the epire was swept « il its
nbutments and Lurled into the etreet balow,
Tho point of the spire enlercd the luw office
of Mr. Stewarl Bhotwell, diagonally oppos
ite, and crashed throngh it, At the time
Mr. Shotwell was standing al a window not
over n foot diatant. It knocked a heavy
iron safe over in Lhe room, but did no other
damege. Part of the roof of the church wes
blown ¢il. The United Presbyterian Church
had a part of ita front walls blown down. A
great number of privale dwollings were
serionaly dnmaged by having the roofs brok
en by [ulling brick chimneyt; trees and
fences are scatlered promiccuously. No
deaths from Lhe slorm are reported in Lthe
city, but several narrow ercapes occurred,
and several people were badly bruised by
fl, ing bricks, timbers, ete.

Prrrspora, Pa., May 20 —The storm
which swept over eastern Ohio, West Vir-
ginia and western Ponnsylvania yeaterday
aflernoon waa of a very destiuctive charac-
Lter and the aggregats loss to buildings, crops
anl railroad and telegraph lines will foot
up many thousands of dollars, Several lives
were also sacrificed and a uvumber of per
sons were injured. About Point Pleasant
and Huntington, W. Va , at Canton, Ohio,
Beaver county, ’snna, and through the
oil regions the slorm was particularly severs,
the hail falling in torrents whiie the wind
was very violent., Near Ravenwood, W.
Va, Mr. and Mrs. William Powell were kil-
led by lightuing while sitting in (heir home,
At Charleston, W. Va, Mrs, Robert Shan-
nou was killed by a falling tree. At Bridge-
port, Ohio., a six year old son of Joseph
Powell waa caught by a rush of water in a
narrow ravine aud drowned. Two compan-
ious made a narrow eecape.

Gentlemen : I herewith return with wmy objec-
tious the bill euntitled “an ordinince for the pre-
s:ryation of the bealth of the city.” psssed May
24sh, 1858,

My Scst objection (o the bill is that its ob ect is
nob closr, and thut it is probably a hastily consid-
ored pioce of legislation. It uses the word “oppo-
sition” in & connection which is hard to nuder-
stand, unleas “opposite” or “‘iu opposition to" ia
woeant, It puts grass in the novel clussification of
“oiffengive matter;" and it forbids persona “'to
perwit grass to grow™ in suy gutter or alley, &c.
‘T'o refusa to permit grass to grow is one thing, to
remove it while growing is aoother. Probably
the intent of the bill i3 not to require our citizons
to mlopt sotwe means 1o put a stop to the growth
of grass in tho places mentioned by arreating the
e nrse of nature, but to pull it up while it is
growing, 1t might be posaible to stop the growth
by usiog salt, brive, &c, but this woulld be repug-
nuut to the net paesed April 25th, 1876, entit.ed
“an act amending sec. 7, chap. 10, corporation
laws.”

The bill is nmbiguons as to the duty of the citi-
zen—that is, whother he mnst put gome chemical
substauce on the ground, 8o a8 to stop the grass
trom growing, or parmit it to grow first, and then
pull it up when it gets high enough to enable him
to get hold of it

Another objection is that the bill has no repeal-
ing clause in it, end it will aAlways be & matter of
duubt whether 1t is intended to repeal the present
laws on this same subject.

Of course, us & general rule, the courts wonld
hold it s repealing all iuconsistent laws, but the
iyucstion as to how far the present laws aro incon-
aistent is not free from douobt,

The third objoction is that the bill is entirely
unonecestiry, 88 the present laws on the sabject
are amply sofficient to accomplish the ohjuct
songht if the oficer charged with the duty of en-
fincing them attouds to that duty.

Soc 4, chap. 9, city code, imposes upon the Su-
perintendent of Police the obligation to kecp the
public streets, alloys and gutters properly clean-
soid, and there is an snnusl appropriation mado by
the City Council for the purpose; and see, 10,
chap, 5, of the city code, wukes full provision fur
the removal of filth or offensive matter from the
gutters.

8till wnoiber ubjection is that it imposes a duty
on the police force of the city which is foreign to
the geusral object of their organizatton, and wust
iuterfere with the proper performance of their
other cuties. 1 think it elear that the Buoperin.
tendent of Polico should sttend to matters of the
deseriplion covered by this bill, and soch hes been
tho obligation of his office for many yesrs past

Eut the main objection to the bill is that it is
wrong in principle. 1t imposea on the citizen a
duty which belougs to the city itself—that is to
8a¥, to keep the streets, alleys and gutters ¢lean,
under proper restrictions, furbidding the citizen
to throw flith or offensive matter in them.

The city annuslly collects heavy taxes and ap-
propristes monoy to keep the streets, &s., clean.
The tax-payer has the right to expect that the
money so exacled from him shall be so applied or
t e tax redicad correspondingly. It would be ap-
preacsive to collect a tax for & cortain purpose and
then compel the tax-payer to do the work at his
own cxponse, Loeglslation of this character is lmn-
politie, and if carried to ita logitimate conclusion
wonld result in the paseage of laws requiring each
property owner to clean and keep clean the entire
street in front of his premises, molwithstanding
tho city cout nues to tax him for the purpose of
doing it itself,

For these rensons I am con trained to roturn
the said bill to the board in which it originated,
without my approbation or signature.
