Chinese Telephone Service.
Through the attorneys cf Count Eugene

de Mitkiewilz, of New York and Philadel¬
phia, a complaint has been filed in the Court
of Common Pleas of Philadelphia against
Wharton Barker, the Philadelphia capitalist,
to compel a specific performance of agree¬
ments of g'gHiilic proportions under conces¬
sions by the Chine?e government to supply
(he whole or the parts of that territory cov¬
ered by treaties with telephonio Bervice
through a company of a capital of$G,000,000
and to form another company with a capital
of $20,000.000, wilh genera! banking, rail¬
roading and miuing powers, also under con¬
cessions from tho Chinese government.
Thd complaint sets forth that prior to

March, 18S7, the plaintiff and William L.
Paine, at great trouble and expense, suc¬
ceed d in procuring (he support of tbe Chi
ne e minister, Hoou Chang. The following
agreement was then made : A company-
was to be formed to supply the empire with
telephonic service. Plaintiff was to have
three-twentieths of the stock, defendant
thirteen twentieths, and Paine four-twen
tieths. It was to be called the American
Telephone Company and $1,000,000 worth
of stock was to bo limited to Chinese sub¬
scriptions. The remainder of the stock
was to be held by a company capitalized at
$20,000,000, to be called tho Oriental Com¬
pany. Tbis company was to have banking,
railroading and mining powers, aud a con¬
cession of such a grant was promised by Hi
Hung Chang. On ibis promist-d concession
provisional certificates of stick were issued
over the signatures of the plaintiff and de¬
fendant to Chinese officials. Meanwhile an
emb-issy was sent to the United States, in
which was the euvoy Ma Kie Chang, (o see
Barker and arrange matters. Tho com¬
plaint states that Chang was takon to the
country home of Barker and treated sump¬
tuously, and that the outcome was that a
new agreement was made whereby tho
plaintiff was lef: out in the coid, aud between
Baiker and others a subscription of $100,000
was raised to meet the expenses of the Chi-
nese enterpiises, Barker repteseuling that
he was the soie grantee of these concession*.
An agreement was then made whereby
Barker wa3 allowed to se i one-fourth
of the interest iu the American and
Oriental Companies for 25 per cent, of
the par value. One fifth of the proceeds
was to be paid to the treasurer of the latter
company. Tbe remainder wus to go to the
owner. An agreement was then made to
form the Finance Company ofPennsylvania,
with a capital of five millious, all the stock
to be paid up and each stockholder to be
given part of stock of the American and Ori¬
ental companies. All of the agreement
Barker has failed to fulfill, according to tbe
complaint, a'thoua-h pressed to do so by
plaintiff and Mr. Paine. Although Barker
claims the conctHsu>na were repudiated by
the Viceroy, it is claimed Birker represent-
e 1 otherwise to induce the $100.000sub?crip
tiou. Tbe plaintiff alleges that through Mr.
Barker's failure to cany out these agree-I
ments he has not. been able to fulfill his pro-1
mise3 to the Chinese officials, and that dis
trust has been engendered, which imperils
tbe schemes.

A Dynamite Iloiub found.
Chicago, June 9..A dynamite bomb con¬

structed on a new plan was found next to
the walls of the Chicago Historical Society
building on Dearborn Avenue yesterday by
George 8. Knapp of No 87 Jackson street-

Mr. Knapp was sitting on the steps of the

building, reading hie paper, when a sudden
gust of wind blew it out of bis bands and
over the side of the steps to the ground. He
got up and went after it. It was lying on

the ground in the corner formed by the

building and the foundation to the steps.
As ho picked it up, he noticed a piece of pa-
pjr just under it partially imbeded in the

ground. He picked that up also and under
it noticed a piece of iron pipe suuk in the
earth until only the upper side of it, was visi¬
ble. From the end toward the building pro¬
jected a suspicious-looking piece of what
appeared to be thick white cord. He pick¬
ed the pipe up, looked at it and then, bund
ling it with extreme care, carried it into the

building. After,a consultation it was decid-
el to carry the pipe to Inspector Bon field.
A careful inspection was made at police
headquarters and the pipe was found to be
tilled with a mixture of dynamite and gun¬
powder and with a large fuse carefully pro¬
tected with rubber tubing. The authorities
are'at a loss to know why the bomb was

placed where it was found. It was wrapped
in a copy of the Arbeiter Zeitung.

ouly that, but already there are many of
them big enough tojump. Pro'. Luger says
there are a number of large townships which
are now literally alive with the hoppers.
They are the genuine Rocky Mountain varie¬
ty, the kind that did such great damage a

number of years ago. The Professor eays
that four carloads of materal has been pur¬
chased for shipment to Berham to be used
in an endeavor to destroy most[of the pests.
Pensions to Widow! of Soldiers.
Washington, June 9 .The President

has approved the Act of Congress providing
that pensions heretofore or hereafter grant¬
ed to widows of soldiers of the war of the
rebellion shall commence at the date of the
death of their husbands. The Commissioner
of Pensions gives notice that in the settle¬
ment under this law of claims already al¬
lowed, no formal application will be re*

quired aud that the services of attorneys
will not be necessary. Widows entitled
under said law need only write a letter giv¬
ing name, post office address and certificate
number, and the claim will be allowed with
as little delay as possible.
