The men met at Ozark,
quarreled, and wetv separated. Later the
quarrel was renewed, and both men drew
tüeir weapons and fired simultaneously.
Kinney was shot through the bead, dying
instantly. Milts fr-caped unhurt. Kinney
had a large followiD»; in the county, and
more bloodshed is looked for.

New York's Murder Mystery .The
man who was so mysreriously murdered
Monday afternoon in Park Row, New York,
waa identified yesterday at ;he morgue by
two Italians as a countryman m-.med Ferdi¬
nand Salzarini, forty-four years old, who
has been in this country seventeen yt-ars.

chairmen of tho local committees.

vention has been changed from Alexandria city
to the Fauquier White Sulphur Springs on Sep¬
tember 5th, 1SSS, ard delegates aro requested to

report there.
