The
Charleston Presbytery last week passed a

resolution prohibiting anyone within the
church from criticizing the decision of liie
General Assembly, which condemned l)r,
Woodrow's teachings. The State Synod, in
session at i.Ireenwood, has adopted resolu¬
tions condemning the action ofthe Charles
ton Presbytery, which, the Synod snyp, "im-
poses a retrain' upon the ri»hf of freedom
in the expression of opinion which is unwar¬
ranted by law." Tho Synod directs the
Charleston Presbytery to correct its pro-
ceedtnge. Thepe resolutions were adopted
by a vote of f»C to 53, a victory to the evolu¬
tion element, which has been gaining ground
for two years. Several members of the
Charleston Presbytery declare that they
will not obey tho Synod's command, and it
is probable that the matter will betaken be
fore tbe General Assembly of the Southern
Presbyterian Church.

Two Crows and Three Rabbits in a

Snaek's Ptomach..Jack Hinyard, of
Walker county, while passing through a

skirt of woods, had his attention centered
on quite a number cf crows dying aud mak¬
ing a fuss. On approaching the spot over
which the crows were congregated he dis¬
covered their trouble. A hull snake Lad
coiled himself nod was Hashing his eyes,
turning bis head round after tbe direction
of the crows, supposed tu be. trying to charm
them. Jack watched his manoeuvres foi
some time. Finally a crow came down
right iu bis mouth, which waB soon swal
lowed and the charming operation again
commenced, but Jack disturbed him and
the crows Hew away. Tbe next move was
to kill it, and » sine shot wa3 required or
trouble might follow. However Jack took
aim with his double-barrel shotgun and
tmlled ibe trigger of both barrels, sending
the contents of both into the snake's head,
nearly teaiing the whole top of it oil". When
the gun fired Jack did not know whether
thunder bad struck him or he had shot him¬
self. After recovering from tbesbockcaused
by the kick of the gun he approached near

enough to see that the snake was dead, and
then proceeded to examine it. He first
measured its length, which was 1! feet and
10 Inches, diameter 14 inches. He then cut
it (pen and found two crows. Further
along he found throe rabbits. This is by far
tbe largest snake ever killed in McLemore's
Cove .Atlanta Constitution.

A Considerate Suicide..H. T. Hill, a

very respectable young man, committed
suicide in Nashville, Teun., last week and
