Sir Morell Mackenzie Aguiu.
A special dispatch from Loudon to the

New York World saya :

"Last night an official announcement wa
made in a quiet way that tho Koyai ('ji!e:.-
ofSurgoons h<id adopted a resolution ao-

verely censuring 8ir Morell Mackenzie for
publishing bis book about tho illness of tbo
German Emperor. This great blew i-
etruck at Sir Morell by his own college, an;!
amounts to notification to tho famous throat
specialist by the most powerfnl nod distin¬
guished body of medical men in England
that they want nothing mo/o to do with
him.

'.&ir Morell Mackenzie got wind of the in¬
tended rebuke by means of a notice to ap¬
pear before the Council of the CclJeee fop
the purpose of defending himself against
the charge cf having been guilty ofabreach
of i rofessiornsi etiquette. He, however,
paid no attention to the fummons o fir as

putting in nn appearance «a? concerned,
but invoked tho direct interference of the
Empre.-1? Frederick and rbe Que-:.' o h. nd
otl'the resolution, orceu-wo. Tbo Empress
wrote a ieiier to the college through the
eminent surgeon Sir Specc-r Wells, who
had proposed the resolution beseeching the
members of the college net to take any such
step, since i: would eeriouslj itnpair her p.->-
sition and interests in Germany. This li t¬
ter was written from Oaborne, on tiie
Queen's letter paper. The Empress indica¬
ted further thai Sir Morell Mackenzie
wrote the book i i question at tho solicits
tion of herself and the Queen, und that any
censure passed on dim muat necessarily re-

fleot on them. This letter was read'to the
college, und yet in the teeth of /<ucu power¬
ful royal per.suaaion loa college threw Sir
Morel! Macken/Jo overboard and sided with
the German doctor?. The letter has not been
made public yef, out rurel? will be when
the matter becomes the subject of contro¬
versy in the papers. Tho greaLe:-; subject
for surprise will be tho fact that certain
well-known doctors who depend in a great
degree on royal circles for patronage and po
kit ion could havo afforded to disregard ?uch
a request. A prominent surgeon paid: 'It
will be hard tu couvincfi people that the col¬
lege has been actuated by motives of pro¬
fessional honor and not by an acute attack
of professional jealousy, which is undoubt¬
edly at the bottom of it. Few people out
side the profession realize what a blow this
is to Sir Morell Mackenzie, and particularly
when the Empress Frederick, backed by cur

Queen, almost went down on her knees tu
ward it oil. Yet the vote of the college
lacked only two votes of being unanimous.
In my opinion the? Empress buDgled as bad¬
ly in heading of! this move as Sir Morell
Mackenzie did in publishing tha book. If,
instead of writing tho letter Lo the college,
she had quietly summoned Sir Spencer
Wells and one or two other prominent men

to Osb irne, and had mado tho matter a per¬
sonal affair instead of a college ulfair, I
think the re*oliUiou might have been sup
pressed.'
"Tho Empress Frederick has such a hold

on popular sympathy here at present that
tho publioation of the facts will probably
cause the tide of public (eeling to flow to¬

wards Dr. Mackenzie. Tbo Empress feels
persecuted enough by the course of events
in Germany without additional burden from
the peoplo hero. It is known that she per¬
sonally wrote to her son, the Emperor, a

few days since, asking him to put a stop to
Prince Bismarck's revenge in keeping alivo
the Morier incident."
