The critical report was tead by A, W.
Harrison as follows:

“As the club bas met et Mr, Lukens’ sev-
eral Limes before, and n critical report rend
on each occasion, the members of thia club
and the public genersliy are well aware of
the successful mode of our host’a farming,
g0 it is bardly pecessary to writeatlength on
thiz subject, but we will mention some of the
improvements we noticed as we looked over
the premises, the first and most promioent
of which ig & new building near the house
with a large water tank on top of it, and upen
examination we fod itto bean engine house
containing & small engine which is used for
pumping, churning, ete. This houseislarge
enough to admict the large churn, the butter
worker and several tables and benches, in
fact all the paraphernaiiz required in 8 good

gized dairy, Leading from this house
we find pipes running In  different
directions. One empties into a trough

in the pasture field, anotherinto a treugh in
the cow yard, another near the feed trough
in which the mess for the cows iz mized,
&o., makiog it very convenient in feediog
and wetering Lhe stock, also oneinto the
house. We also noticed, near the hog pen,
& new cow house which we think has been
erected sinceour last meeting here. Being
in the stable at feeding time we found high
and judicious feeding wihich we should say
contributes lergely to Mr, Lukens’ success,
The upper part of the baro is well filled
with hay and we saw several stacks of coro
fodder near by which isevidence that things
will be well taken care of, even if “winter
should linger in the lap of spring” A
noticeable fealure of tho barn aud grapary
is, Lhe floors ars kept perfectly clean, there-
by lesving no waste to be tramped up aud
thrown out. Our host tells us that sheep
raizing has uot proved profitable this year
as the shesp have not done nearly as well
as usual, The whest and grass look well,
Owing to the mild winter there is & good
deal of oals in the former which we suppose
will be n disadvantage if swe do not have
cold weather enough to kill it, Our [riend
heing one of the older and more experienced
members of the club we ventured lo ask
him for & few poiuts In writing this report.
He said he hed no point to give us, but hed
one request to make, “‘that we do not Lry 1o
make him out the best farmer in the commu-
nity, and if we find asy flawsto pick them.”
We have done our best to grauk his request
and if be does not find any laws we bope he
will excuse us as he has noope toblame but
himself." .

Our host belog asked why his sheep bad
not proved prolfitable spid ha thougbt he
bought rather too Inte. He began feeding
them with cob meal aod they were zoon los-
ing wool and did not thrive, This seemed
to ba running through i4e whole flock, He
was afraid they had the scab, end he had
gold them nearly all off, azhe was not
much acqusinted with the diseass mention-
ed, he asked one of the membere who has
bad some experience with sheep to look at
them and report his opinion. He did so
and said it did not look like scab asthe
wool was growing again in piaces. The
opinion prevailed that they had been
rather too much for the mild weath
