The Oyster Beds of the Chesapenke.

The area of the vyster tedl
p_enke bay muy be cufaly estimated st 5,000
equare miles. In seme places, however,
the beds are so thiuly populated 2= to ren-
der workiog them uuremunerative, while o
olher portious they are sc thick and increase
g0 rapidly millions perish from suffccation
and the superinenmbent weight from aceu-
mulation, In the most fayorable breeding
localities, such as Tangier souud, the beds
are two feet or more in Lhickness, only a
few inches of Lhe upper layers of oysters be-
ing alive. The young oysters, when Lhey
accimulate g0 rapidly, add a stralum scou
ally, snd a correeponding stratum usnder-
peath must perish, The npe! iocresse is,
therefore, only in the extenzioc of the gu-
perficiel srea cccupied by the beds, From
Kent Island, within 25 miles or Buitimore,
to Cape Hewnry, n distance of nezrly 1560
miles, the bottom of the bes i+ wiih a few
alight exceptions, a continvuns bed of oye
ters. About 30,000,000 bushe!s are gathered
sppually irom the Chesapeake snd irs tribu-
taries, pot including these tuken from pri-
vaie plants, Good plantivg grounds are
valuable aod can seldom be hought, Lota
covered by three to five feet of water rate at
about £100 per aere, rud the moest desirable
grounds pay an ioterest of more than 20 per
cent, on that eum.
