Thomas Paine.

Thomeas Paise was born on tha 20ch of
January, 1736, in No:folk, Liglend, and
was the som of & Qusker, He ceme to
Ameries in 1774, Had he not been the an-
thor of the“Rights of Men' and “The Age of
Reason,” his reputation would have beep
very different from what it has continued to
be tince his death in 1804, DMoest people re-
gard Paive as a ribald scoflar apainst re-
vealed religioo, end few aro aware that be
had any cther titleto fame or infamy, Had
he keps eloef from the religicus coutrover-
sies of the day, he would be recognized as
one of the foucders of American independ
once. His eodeavors to excite hoatility
spuinst monparchy snd aristoeracy in Eog-
land caused himto be looked upenassa
clever bu! crezy snd dapgerous enthusiast,
The appearance of his “Commen Sevse” on
Jaouary, 1, 1776, revived the courage of the
coloniste, then depressed by defvat, and
turned the couree of events, and cerried tho
wavering along with the tide. It presented
telling arguments for separation from Eog-
land and the establishment of & republic.
Paive served ssa private under Weshington,
and by the light of the cemp-fire wrote the
“Qrisis,” commencing with the words,
“These are times which try wmen’s souls,”
This phrese at once became ine battle
cry of the patriote, Some years later
this political iconoclast went te Bogland,
where the “Rightos of Man,” publizked in
1701, obtsined an enormous circulation, Al
length the government hecame ealarmed,
suppressed Lhe book aund had the author ir-
dicted for treason, Though this book was
written in a gtyle characterized by digpily,
force and temperance, the circumstances of
the time made it inflammatery. But Paine
was allowed to retire lo France, where hie
was elected a member of the corvention, It
was here that he destroyed Lhe remembrance
of hia formerservices. He had [allen under
the suspiclon of Rohespierre, and parrowly
escaped the guillotine, He wrote and pub-
lished the “Age of Reason,” while in pricon,
a summary of the deism of the 15th century,
in the style of a rongh, ready nnd passionate
controversialist. Christianity is condemuned
and the epirit of all religions declared to be
mild when separated from political systems,
Washington’s indignetion st the book was
so great that he refused to inlerfere for
Paine's release from prizon nnd he did not
regain his liberty till some time after Robes-
pierre’s fall. Paine relurned to the United
States in 1802, but was naver able to over-
come the odlum excited by the publication
of skeptical opinions.

e
A Supper for Thieves.

The anpual banguet of the thieves of
London, given the other day by the St.
Giles Mission, was a most brilliant affair,
The Lord Mayor bravely presided, in defi-
ance of the old proverb. To this banquet,
rare par excellence, nons but thieves fresh
from jail are admitted, except, of course,
the members of the miesion and their

friends. This mission bas a curious bisto-
ry. It was founded about twelve years ago
by & thief nickpamed the “Fiddler,” who
abandoned his old profession and tock to
raligion for a liviog. Since that time it has
Increased in power end usefulness. Every
morning when the doors of the four prisona
of London are opened to let loose the indi-
viduals who have discharged their debts to
society, members of the miseion come for-
ward and invite lhe crooks to breskfaet.
Out of 18,000 of these worlhies set freein
1887, 15200 accepted the invitation.
At the close cf the repasl a temperance
pledge is presented to the guests, which
they may sign or not, just as they may
choose. About one-third of the number
gign the pledge, and about one fourth of
that third keep it. The mission furnishes
money, tools, and clothes to the crooks who
display sincere intentions to lead better
lives, and it finds employment for them,
too, Atthebanquet inquestion 200 guestssat
down to the table. There were some (ueer
faces among them and their costumes defled
description. They ate in silence—that is to
gay, without spesking—but the rattle ol
their knives and forks during the eogage
ment gave noisy evidence of good appetitee.
Gradually the din subsided until there were
only a few stray rattles left liko the close of
a well-sustained infantry fire, Then the
speeches begap, but the members of the
truly-silent prefession held thbeir topgues.
The Lord Mayor's speech wee interesting.
He said that ten years ago the population
of the prisons of London numbered 20,833,
1t is pow reduced to 14,586, and he attribu-
ted the reduction to the work of missions
like that of St. Giles. When his lordship
left the banguet hall he felt for his watch
and he was bappy to find that it was there,
