Capt. Dav/son's Murder .The inquest
in Capt Dawson'.- case b 'gar, at.d concludi d
in Cbarlestoft'yefirf-rdsy tuoroing, Solicitor
Jervey, of ibat judicial ciniult, i.-sisring at
the examination. Ti pr cvedinga, not-
withr>trtixl:rjt; a drenching rain, atrracted a

great crow d of spectators. Four witnesses
were examine!. Policeman Gordon, to
whom Dr. OIcDow, the prisoner, surrender¬
ed, testified to that fact, ami related a con¬
versation with the prisoner en route to the
station hou.s-.). The only material statement
is that the prisoner admitted killing Daw-
son. G. W. Harper, colored, testifird th»t
ho was on the opposite side of the street
when Dawson entered ftlcDow's office , ttiat
after the Bbootiog he heard tho words : "Von
said you would take my life, now I have
taken yours" Harper testified that a col¬
ored woman, a vender of peanuts, was peer¬
ing through the window, and that nloDow'a
cook. Emma Draylon, came to the gate and
ordered her away. Other-were examined,
but tho testimony practical f: developed
nothing new, Dr. MeDov. r a vi: g U ciined lo
make a statement before tbojury Thevei-
diet was as follows: "That the deceased,
Capt. F. W. Dawson, came tobiadoatb from
a gunshot wound inflicted by a gun in the
hands of Dr. T. B. McDow, and that Moses
JohnsoD. colored, was an accessory before
the fact."
Messages of sympathy have been pouring

into Mrs. Dawson from all parts of the coun
try. Ex-President Cleveland telegraphs: "I
am shocked by the death of your husband,
and I sadly tender you my heartfelt sympa¬
thy and condolence."

It ie now probable that the body of Cap¬
tain Dawson will he exhumed for tho pur
pose of holding a post-mortem examination.
In view of Dr. McDow's statement that bis
victim lived for nearly three quarters cf an
hour after he had shot biao, and that ho had
spent that time trying to remove him, the
theory is nur,' advanced that the wound
might not have been fatal, and that Dr. Mc¬
Dow, in order to seal tho lips of his victim,
might have administered morphine or some
other deadly poison.
The French maid, who was tho ciuse of

the tragedy, is at Capt. Dawson'a house.
Her statement has not yet been given to
the police or tho public. She was brought
out from Lansanne, Switzerland, by Mra.
Dawson several years fttjo, and is said to be
the daughter of Swiss pareuts and of irre¬
proachable character. The story goes that
Dr. McDow made her acquaintance and
tried to persuade her to elope with him after
he had obtained a divorce from his wife.
McDow was present af the inquest, but

did not testify. He ras retained ex-Gov.
A. G. Masrralh as counsel. It is rumored
that owing to public sentiment, Megrath
will move a change of veuue.

Oysters in Antiquity..Raw oysters
wera eaten at Athens and Rome as a pre-
prandial whet. The Romans coated their
oysters with honpy, and kept them until
they were slightly putrid. The simple and
clumsy methods of Apicius, the third cele¬
brated glutton of the name, fcr preserving
oysters, was to wash them in vinegar and
pack them in vessels coated with pitch.
Tho oysters thu-J prepared and sent from
Britain to the Emperor Trajan, when in
Parthia, were considered "fresh," and have
been sufficient to entitle this man's name to
be handed down through twenty centuries.
If be is to be deemed famous in direct pro¬
portion to the nastiness of his invention, ho
should bo famous indeed. Brilliant Sava-
rin's preprandial whet consisted of three or

four dozen oysters. Sieur Laperte, whom
he used to entertain tete-a-tete at dinner, ia
eaid to have complained because he conid
not get his till of oysters. Savarin deter¬
mined to give him satisfaction in this re¬

spect, and let him go to his thirty second
dozen, when Laperte turned his attention
to tho dinner with powers unembarrassed
by his prelode..American Analyst.

Possibly the General's will, when
ho dies, will bo found to express what he thinks
about it._ ^_
