A Big Fish Haul..The haul of fishes at
Ricbland shore on Sunday was a great suc¬
cess, and hundreds of visitors were there to
witness it. Mr. Webb Waller, one of the
oldest fishermen on the river, made two
hauls, netting 174 000 herring, besides in¬
numerable eels, catfish, 6un perch and shad.
At the 7 o'clock haul 75,000 herring and 400
shad were taken. The net and rope used
make what is called a five-mile seine.
