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If thk Chinese had a majority of the vo¬

ters in any of the towns in any of the north¬

western States, and at an election were to

elect Chinese officers for that town, and the

white people thereof were to object to

such officers and take etepB to prevent them

from attempting to disobarge the duties of

the offices to which they bad been elected,
does anybody suppose the republicans of

the North would say, as some of the mild¬

est mannered of them now do, that "they
would deem it in the nature of a national
misfortune were anything to occur to justi¬
fy federal or congressional interference with

the domestic government of a single State"?

Why, of course they would not. But they
talk just this way about the opposition some

of the people of a Louisiana town have re¬

cently made to negro officers elected by the

negro majority there, and they do so

though they know that according to all

ethnological classifications, the Mongolian
is superior to the negro race.

General Washington, at the recent

centennial of whose inauguration ex Presi¬
dent Cleveland was a prominent figure, is on

record as saving that in his opinion it would
be political suicide for him as President tc

appoint men to office whose political tenetf

were adverse to the measures of his admin
istration. Yet Mr. Cleveland when Presi
dent not only retained republicans in office
but appointed them to office, and even wen

so far as to appoint negroes to office, not foi
fitness, but, as he openly avowed, for nc

other purpose than to give federal recogni
tion to tbe negro element of the conntry'i
population. If Mr. Cleveland had followec
the wise example of his illustrious first pre
decessor.in respect of thejiuatter referred to

he, like him,would have had a second form

General Washington, in a letter to ar

applicant for the promise of an office, said
"Should it be my fate to administer tin

government I will go to the chair with nc

pre engagement of any nature whatever
and when in it I will discharge its duties
with that impartiality whioh ought never tc

suffer connection of blood or friendship to

have the least sway on decisions of a public
nature." General Washington never

appointed his relatives to office. Pres
ident Harrison has recently appoint¬
ed his own brother to one of the most

important federal offices in a southern State.
But Bishop Potter is right. American men

and manners have sadly deteriorated from
those of Washington's time.

Rrv. Dr. Edward Everett Hale, of

Boston, in a recent lecture on public schools,
said

"Id the old system the pupil had twenty-
three weeks of study in the year. All that
was required of him was that be should learn
to read, to speak the truth, and to fight the
devil. He was then expected to be able to
do anything else. This system turned out
Daniel Webster. I don't think we are doing
much better now. In the present system
when the school (uke* a pupil it takes all
his time."

If in all the years the free schools of the
South have been in operation any Daniel
Webster had been "turned out," the peop'f
of this section might be more in favor of Ihn
Blair bill than they now are.

Corporal Tanner, the new republican
commissioner of pensious, in a speech at

Columbia, Tennessee, last week, said he
was "malignantly reviled and falsely por¬
trayed in the press of the South." He said
this because some of t he newspapers of the
South have, and very properly, animadvert¬
ed upon the "loose and careless" way in
which he is rquaudering the people's mon¬

ey in pensions to men who have no conoeiv-
able right to pensions either in law ot

morals. Mr. Tanner also, and with imper¬
tinent gratuity, advised the South to pro¬
vide for ex-Confederates, tho men to whom
he will not even allow messengers' and la¬
borers' places in his office.

Jodok NowLIN says he is a protectionist,
and if a revenue reform democrat and a re¬

publican protectionist be the opposing can¬

didates in his district at the next election
he will not vote f.»r the former. If the ne¬

gro question were not involved, the Judge,
from his standpoint on the tariff question,
would be unquestionably right. Believing
in protection, leaving out of consideration
the negro question, for him to vote for the
democrat would be to stultify himself, for

republicans are protectionists, while demo¬
crats are in favor of tariff reform.

The American of Nashvil'e, Teno., yes¬
terday published a letter from Mr. Jefferson
Davis, written in reply to a request made of
Mr. Davis by Mr. E. W. Carmack, for a

statement in reply to General Wolseley'a ar

tide in the North American Review tor May,
criticising Mr. Davis' course as president of
the Confederacy. The letter was written at
Beauvoir, Miss., May S. 1SS9.
Mr. Davis says: ''Supposing that you

have only desired u reply to passages spe¬
cially directed against myself, it will be to
limited. A year or so since that same wri¬
ter published an article containing matter
purporting to have been, gained by inter¬
course with General R. E. Leo while his
guest during the war between the States
of the American Union. To those per¬
sonally acquainted with General Lee, who
knew his characteristic discretion, bis strict
regard for otUcial courtesy and person¬
al friendship and confidential relations
which had long existed between him aud
President. Davis, it was incredible that he
should have aeizad an opportunity offered
by the arrival of an itinerant foreigner to
make such statements as would afford ma¬
te:'. .1 for oynlcal criticisms of the article re¬

ferred to on the administration of the Con¬
federacy. For the manifested hostility to
me I could imagine no cause, unless an.

egregious vanity had been wounded by my
failure to notice his presence in our country
.a presence which it is most probable was
unknown to me. My reply then made to
his article exposed bis historical errors, bis
baseless actions, and acknowledged that I
had nreviously known nothing of him save

through bis large promises and small per-
formances of a memorable occasion.
In the article to which yon now call my
attention the adjutant general of the Brit¬
ish army, Viscount Wolseley, with increased
venom renews the attack on me and openB
it with the mean cover ol a hypocritical pre¬
tension of sympathy. His arrogance here¬
tofore exhibited was so extreme as to be
harmless and merely provoke contempt,
while it suggested the inquiry put to one of
old whether he thonght knowledge would
die with him. Now, having learned that
facts are needed to sustain allegations, he
follows his deprecatory temarks concerning
me by libellous trta'emt ntS. Where, when,
or how did I ever express the opinion "that.
10,000 En field rifles" would euffice for the
Confederacy? Where, when, or how did 1
then refuse to receive "3<;ii,000 men offered
for the Confederate service?" Where,when,
and how was the "East Indian flaet"
ever offered to me? What means were

rejected by me wheu proposed by others
for placing the finances of the Confederacy
on a sound basis ? These are specifications
of his arraignment. Where are the proofs':
Ho exprof-ses regret that no answer was pub
lished in the Century to go forth with the in
dictments against me, but was here restrict¬
ed to a rehash of the articles there published
and to the views evolved from his internal
consciousness. Why, if he wished to know
the truth and to tell it, did he not consult
more authentic sources of information ?"
Mr. Davis concludes with the declaration

that there is ample evidence, which he
names, to show that prompt and energetic
efforts were made to secure large importa¬
tions of Arms and munitions of war for the
Confederacy, and at the same time by the
policy of enrolling only men who could ba
armed, to draw from the large amount of
private Arms iu tho South the weapons to
supplement the deficiency wheu theConfed
eracy was organized.

The Samoa.v Conference..TbeSamoan
confereuoe held a plenary sitting in Berlin
on Saturday. In their report the commit¬
tee on the government of Samoa agreed
upon a constitutional council composed of
native chiefs elected by the natives, the
Council to be dominated by a Ministry in
which ench treaty power shall have one

representative. A difference has arisen over
Germany's proposal that the Powers appoint
a Premier who shall be vested with office
for several years. The committee also disa¬
greed on the formation of a Legislature.
The discus-don of the conference had no
definite result. The delegates discussed
harmoniously the details of the consular
regulations and the question of the improve¬
ment of the harbor of Apia. The committee
was instructed to resume consideration of
the points in dispute. The termination of
the conference now seems remote, owing to
the mass of details on which the committee
is ordered to report.
Bishop Wilson's Appointments..Bish¬

op Alpheus W. Wilson, of Baltimore, is to

preside at the West Virgioia Conference,
Catlettsburg, Ky., on September 4 next ;
Kentucky Conference, at Paris, Ky., Sep¬
tember 11; Illinois Conference, at Casey, III.,
September IS; Holston Conference, Morris
town, Tenn., October 2, and Virginia Con¬
ference, November 13. The Japanese and
Chineee Mission Conferences are also in
charge of Bishop Wilson. Bishop Duncan
will preside over the Baltimore Conference
which meets in Baltimore, March 12,1890.
The Baltimore and Ohio Company has de¬

cided to iiui.it a connecting line between
Fairchanoe and Morgantown, W. Va., thus
giving a direct outlet to the coal, coke,
lumber, and ore, regions of the south. Cap-
italsls from Pittsburg and the esst have
made large investments along the line.
They claim that the new region will soon
rival the celebrated Connellsville region.
