Steps werp at once taken to raise funds, sod the
ladies of Alexandiis promptly came to the aid of
Lee Camp.

Itrepresents a Confed-
erato soldier asif viewing the fi<ld of strife after
the surrender. Ho stands, dressed in the old
familiar nniform of the Confederate privale, with
folded arms, and hoad bowed forward as ifin deap
contemplation over the scenes, privation and hard
fought battles throngh which he had passed, all
for & principle whichhe deemed sacred and right-
eous, snd yet all apparently for naught. The ides
is & striking one sud &t once impresses every be-
holdor as most ftly and feeling'y tellicgat &
glance the whals story of tha gallantry, glory and
beroism of the South, It is, in 8 word,the complate
history;of the lost eanse graphically presented to
posterity by & single figure. =
" The statute is erected npon an sppropriate
pedestal and the entire monument is a rectangnlar
pyramid twenty fectin height. the padestal twelve
feot and the fignre proper vight feet.

1t stands not only a besutiful work of art, but
an edueator of futnre generations in the history of
{he struggle made by the South for her rights wad
independence. 2

‘I'he design, though not universally approvod, is
thought by msany to be most sppropriste. he
statnte was executed by Mr. Casper Baberl, of
New York and Gen. Jackson, of Georgia, to whom
a photograph of the figure was sent, wrote : *Ipis
the most perfect impersonation by art of the spirit
of the Confederate causo that I have ever seen.”
