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SopT Boap ror TrEFs.—If one has an old
orchard—the trunks and iarger branches
coverad with loose bark on which mosses
aod lichens find & foothold, and which af
fords & hidiog place for numerous iojurious
{psects in varions states of developmant—
the first thing to be done is to scrape off all

the loose scalee of bark, Use a moderately
dull hoo—a sharp one might injure tke
bark: one with e short bandle will allow
the luwer bronches te be reached. Use the
home-meade soft soap ; dilute it with bot wa-
ter; stir it well until 1t is thin enough to sp-
ply with o small whitewssh brush, Pat
plenty of it on the truni: and the larger
branchez, One should endeayor to apply
the soap very early in spring, fo that it may
pot dry up nt once, but be gradusally
washed off by lhe raine that usuaily
occur at this season. When the (rees have
had a thorough weshing the bark will pre-
sent & beautifully smooth appearapce that
will amply repay cne for the trouble. For
removing the green growth oun tbe ouiside
of pots this soap is excelleni. It bas also
besn recommended ss a vehicle to apply
kerosene for aphides or plant lice and other
insecls. One pint of soft soan iy mixed'vyi_lh
halfa pint of kerosene. Mix thorougnly,
add to seven or eight gallous of water, and
spply with o syringe. This bus been found
destructive to the chipch bug.—dmnerican
Agricullurist.
