FROM WASHINGTON.

Washington, D. p., Juno 20, 1889.
It ia rumored to day that ex Congressman

Thomas, of Illinois, who was at one time
spoken of for a cabinet position, will be ap¬
pointed commissioner of the land office, and
that he will accept it.

It is well known that postmaster General
Wanamaker made speeches in favor of pro¬
hibition in Philadelphia, aod that Attorney
General Miller said the President would not
knowingly appoint to [office any man who
.drinks liquor, but since Tuesday's olection
in Pennsylvania the chief efforts of the
tooters of the administration have been
exerted in the vain attempt to prove
that it did Dothing whatever to affect the
election referred to. It is understood that
the administration now realizes that it made
a great mistake in having any thing to do
with the temperance question.
A large delegation of New Yorkers oalled

upon the President to day in behalf of some
of the applicants lor office from their State.
They were received courteously but came
away no wiser about the object of their visit
than they were before they went there. A
Baltimore delegation went there in behalf
of an office seeker in their city last week, but
before the spokesman had uttered teu words
the President interrupted him, and address¬
ing the delegation said : "How do you expect

A Courageous French Girl..Some
years ago four men, who wero employed in
cleaning n common sewer at a place called
Noyon, in France, upon opening a drain,
were so alfoctod by the felid vapors that they
wore unable to ascend. The lateness of tho
hour (it was 11 o'clock at night) rendered it
difficult to procure assistance, and tbe dt-Uy
must have proved fatal had not a young girl,
a servant in the family, with courage and
humanity that would have done honor to
the most elevated station, at the hazzird of
her own life, attempted thoir deliverance.
This generous girl, who was only seventeen
years of age, was at her own request let
down several times to tbe poor men by a

rope. She was so fortunate as to save two
of them pretty easily, but in tying the third
to tbe oord which was let down to her for
that purpose, she found ber breath failing
and was in danger of suffocation. In this
dreadful situation she bad the presence of
mind to tie herself by tbe hair to the rope
and was thus drawn up almost expiring,
with the poor man in whose behalf she had
so humanely exerted herself.

civic crown, with a medal engraved with tho
arms of the town, her name and a narrative of
tho action.

The Strike at Johnstown.

Johnstown, Pa., Jone 20..The Btrike
among tbe laboring men here is fairly on,
and this morning there are not one thous¬
and men all told at work. Those employ¬
ed by McKnight, the Pittsburg contraotor,
are idle and the dissatisfaction and discord
is spreading to the other workmen. Over¬
bearing bosses and short rations for which
the men are made to pay liberally, are

grievances. Tbe military are on active
duty this morning and a local company of tbe
Fifth regiment has been ordered out, and
while everything appears quiet on thesui-
face,there is fear that an undercurrent of dis
cord will break out at any time and that a

riot will follow. A largely attended meet¬
ing of the strikers was held this morning
and their grievances were freely discussed.
Three car loads of Italians arrived here this
morning from the East, hut a committee of
the striking Italians met them at the station
and persuaded them not to leave the train
until the present labor trouble \a settled.
They were side tracked and will be fed by
tbe strikers.

A Murder Confessed.
Indianapolis, Ind., June 20.On No¬

vember 12,1SSS, Richard 0. Allen, an aged
farmer living five miles southwest of Wash¬
ington, Ind., was found tied to a tree near

bis house, with his throat cut from ear to
ear. The death was throught to be a case

of suicide and no inquiry was made. A few
dayB ago while laboring under religious ex¬

citement, Mrs. Charlotte Alien, the 70 year
old widow of tbe dead man, confessed to

two colored servants that she committed the
!crime. Sbe Said that ehe and her husband
had trouble as to who was tbe rightful own¬

er of tbe farm and, in order to settle tbe dis¬
pute, sbe gave her busband morphine in his
tea. Allen fell asleep in the garden. Sbe
then procured a table knife and a rope and
tied the rope around his body, and making
several slashes at bis throat, half severed
the bead from tbe neck. She then dragged
the body to a tree and tied it there.

Juvenile Murderers.

Snyder, 13 years old, at Highland, Vermil-
lion county, was murdered by four boys
whose ages range from 9 to 15. The boys
are two brothers named Pearman and two
named Douglass.
