A Veritable Female Crusoe
The recent explorations on the island of
Ban Clements, which is dus wast from . Del
Mar, this county, but sixty miles, have
aroused interest in the history of the other
islande of the const, The Santa Barbara Is-

Iands io tbe early part ¢l the present centary
wers inbahited by Indians of comparallve
white complexion, who speke & peculiar
lsoguage. They are supposed to be de-
seendents of the Aztec race of historic fame,
Thern is no r=card of how these people came
to te upon theielands « r when they first set-
tled there, but it is probable that the islands
were inhabited by them before the foundiog
of the California miseions hy the Franociscan
friare.

Otter, seal, foxen aud fahes were to ba
found in ahundapee on the islapds and in
ths adjacent waters, and upon these the va-
tives subsisted, ueing the fleeh fur food, the
skins for clothing and teots, and (h bones
for makiog hunting implements. According
to tradition, Todisna from the Alnska Islands
frequently made tripi to the Banta Barbara
Is!ands for the purpose of bunting. During
one of these visite the Alaskans fell upon
the natives, killing all the males, and, after
huntiog for some time, they left for
the North, absndoning the women to their
fate. =

The mirsion fathers, learning of the fate
of the women, determined to have them re-
moved to the mainland, avd for this puor-
pose engaged a schooper. Upon-arriving at
the Ieland of 8t. Nicholas the men proceed-
ed to remove the women and sooh few per-
spnal effects az they hud to the boat. When
this had been accomplished and all were
ready for embarking ons of the women made
a sign that sbe had forgotten her child and
started back after it. :

While she was gone & stroog wind eprang
up, which soon iocreased toagaie and com-
pelled the little echooner to put to gea for
safety. As the wind kept up for several
days the captain ran into Ban Pedro, in-
tending to returp for the woman who had
been left. At Ban Pedro the Indisns were
disemberked and taken to the missions at
Los Angeles and Ban Gabriel, where they
were carad for, From San Pedro the schoon
er sailed to Banta Barbara, apd from there
to Monterey, where she had been ordered.

Thers wss & poor woman left upon a
bieak island ont io the broad expanses of the
great Pacifie, with no companions save the
wild wolf and the Indian dog, with which
the island was infested.

The news of the woman having been left
behind spread rapidly, but no farther effort
was made to rescue her. The natoral sup-
position was that ebe bad perished, and in
the course of a few years the subject had
paszed from the minds of Lhe people.

Ia 1851, just fifteen years later, a hunter
named Nidever and a coople of companions
visited the island of S8an Nicholas and were
astonighed to find indications which led
them to believe the woman was etill alive,
Footprints wbich had been made io the pre-
viouns raioy season were to be seen io the
new dry and bard soil, and from the eize
and general appearance the bunters con-
cluded they hed been made by & woman.
Some small, ecircular enclosures made of
brush were algo discovered and in them
some dried seal’s blubber.

Further than thls the bots gave po indi-
cation of haviog been iohabited for some
time, A stroog wind aricing, the party put
to sea without making eny farther discov-
eries. The next winter, 1852, Nidever again
vigited the island,and, upon arriving, imme-
diately landed and searched for fresh signs
of the woman. The huts discovered on the
first trip were nochanged, but the seal blab-
ber seemed to have been replenished by a
fresh lot. Bome wild dogs were found io
the vlcioity, and the huonlers thought it
likely the woman had fzlleo a prey to these
beats, as they were quite ferocious,

In 1853 the eame party planned“another
expedition for the purpoee of huoting avd
making one more attempt to settle the
question as Lo whether the woman was still
alive. They searched about the island for
some time, and wa:e sbout despairing of
success, when one who had become separa
ted from the reat discovered an object some
distance away, and upon approachiog; it he
fouod it to be the long-looked for woman.
He at once signalled the others, and direct-
ed them to approach her from different di-
rections, in order to prevent her escape,
shonld she be so disposzed,

The men succeeded in getting eguir.a close
to her before they were discovered. Inatead
of showing elgne of alarm, as they had ex-
pected, the woman appeared quite pleased
to see them, and received them with a
smile which indicated that she was not in
the least afraid. The hooters assisted her
to remove ench articles of clothing and food
to the boat as she was not disposed to leave
behind,

In the course of a few days she had be-
come at bome io the boat and helped. in
whatever way she conld in the work
aboard. Afier a month’s hunting the parly
sailed for S8ants Barbara, where the womsan
was regarded with wonder and coriosity.
The people treated her with the. greatest
kindnees and coneideration. Bhe was taken
to the familles of her rescuers, where ehe
remaioed until her death, which oconrred
ina few years from overealing frait, of
which she was very fond.—San Francisco
Chronicle.
