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The Republican State convention of
Pennsylvania yesterday declared that tbe
rapublican party bad "rescued the country
from tbe perils of rebellion; of treacherous
reconstruction, and of financial dishonor."
It has heretofore been said by northern
democrats that they enpplied a large propor¬
tion both of tbe officers and native soldiers
of tbe Union army-and everybody knows
that tbe republican party lent all its power
to General Mahone in his vain attempt to

repudiate the Virginia debt, and thereby
briog Hoancial dishonor upon one of the
States of the Union. Tbe convention also
deolared that tbe republican party "aims to

secure by legislation protection against tbe
murderous methods of maintaining tbe in¬

sufferable wrongs which now stain tbe re¬

cords of southern States, making of elections
in most of them a fraud whose fruits are a

large body of democratic usurpers now as¬

suming to represent those State? in the leg¬
islative balls of tbe nation." It tbua ap¬
pears that no matter what the republicans
of eome of tbe other northern States may
say or do on the "southern question," those
of Pennsylvania, at least, are in favor of

putting tbe screws on at once, and of uBing
federal power to put thoso southern com¬

munities having negro majorities under
negro domination. Let the democratic
Plumpers in Virginia recollect Ibis during
their coming campaign.
In a free country tbe product of a man's

labor, a? well as bis labor, should be free.
But in free America not only are men pre
vented from working by the command of
other men, but they are not even allowed
to sell the product of their labor in tbe dear¬
est marki t, being compelled, by tbe existiog
iuriff, to sell It In tbe cheapest, while foroed
to buy all they must consume in tbe high¬
est. As many crimes are now committed in

tbe name of liberty as at any previous
period in the world's history. Tbe wonder
is that in a country of free schools and cheap
newspapers, and of universal suffrage, ell the

people allow themselves to be taxed,
not to raise tbe necessary revenue for the

government, but simply and solely to in¬

crease the prcrits of a few protected mo
uopolisls, and enable them to form tyran¬
nous trusts.

Bekorb Mr. Whiteiaw Reld was appoint¬
ed U S. minister to France, the N. Y, Tri¬

bune spoke of Mr. Pitkio, tbe more recently
appointed minister to the Argentine Repub
lie, as follow*:

"Origlun.lly, Pitkin was Ihe merest acci¬
dent of a complicated politioal Bituatiou.
He tumbled up to tbe surface like a wart
on tbe So of a porpoise. * * * Most of
tbe Louisiana gang have been brought into
prominence by tbe fact that they were

charged with being great rascals. Tbe
country is weary of the whole lot, especially
Pitkin."

Since Mr. Reid's appointment, the Tri-

bane, apparently at least, thinks Mr. Pitkin

ave:y proper sort of a man. Before and
after never made a greater d ilerence than
In tbe case of the Tribune's opinion of "My
dear Fitklo."

The national democratic party is the

some of her othar crimes, about which there
is no donbt. Tnejary system in England
is not such a grotesque and disgraceful farce

as it has become in this country.

IN Brooklyn negro members of the G A.
R. are not allowed to sit with their white
comrades in theatres at plays for the benefit
oftbeir organization, and in New York

negroes are not admitted into tbe Y. M. C.
A. But, for all this, in no cities of tbe coun¬

try are the shriekm for the obliteration ofall
race distinctions louder or more persistent
than in tbe two referred to.

Tho two other children of Mr. Crocker, aged
ten and nine yearB also perished in the
lUmes. Another daughter, aged fourteen,
was blown into the water, but wbs rescued
and sent with Miss McLean to the hospital.

The President and Party.
Boston, Aug. 8 .The special train with

President Harrison and party, President
Lord, of tbe Boston and Maine railroad. Lt,
Qovernor Bracket t and members of tbe gov¬
ernor's stud'and a corps of newspaper men,

pulled out of tbe Boston and Maine depot at
9 o'clock this morning en route to Bar Har¬
bor. Tbe engine, which is the new 45-ton
locomotive Tippecanoe, was decorated with
fljral designs. A large crowd witnessed
the departore, which was made to the ao

companiment of a salute by battery A,"and
the continued cheers of the crowd. Pre¬
vious to the departure of the train the Pre¬
sident lingered a moment on tbe oar plat¬
form, but politely Ignored the calls for a

speech. As the train moved out of the
depot amid the boom of cannon and cheers
of the crowd, tbe President appeared
on the platform and bowed bis fare¬
wells until the train disappeared. Lieut.
Guv. Brackett and staff will leave the train
at Haverhil). General manager Furber, of
the Boston and Maine railroad, accompa¬
nies the party and will personally supervise
the arrangements of the trip.
Tbe train was cheered at every place

through which it passed. Governor Goodell
of New Hampshire and staff, and other
prominent persons, j dned the train at South
Lawrence, where a hearty welcome was ex¬

tended the President. At Haverhill a big
arch of welcome was erected and a large
crowd packed tbe depot and adjacent streets.
As tbe train rolled into the depot tbe band
played, cannou roared, and the people hur¬
rahed and made a noisy time generally.

A Big Scheme.
Grind Fobkb, Dak., Aug. S .A syndi¬

cate of capitalists including a dozan or more

millionaire residents of Bismarck, Grand
Forks and Jamestown, has been organized
to deveiope a new canal scheme that will
reclaim upwards of 5,000.000 aores of arid
and useless land in north Dakota. The idea
is to conduct u canal from tbe Mississippi
river to Bismarck, lCtiS feet above tbe level
of the sea, to Lake Traverse and Big Stone
Lake, 900 feet above tbe level of the sea*

This canal would run through a section of
oountry in north and south Dakota that is
in great need of irrigation. Literal canals
are to be constructed by the various count¬
ies and hundreds of thousands of aores of
arid land reclaimed, while the present cul¬
tivated oountry will be wonderfully en¬

hanced in value._
Another Train Robbery.

Minneapolis, Minn., Aug 8..The Wis
consin Central passenger train from Chicago,
which passed Chlppewa Falls, Wis., at 4
o'clock this morning, was held up and rob
bed by a single man between Chippewa Falte
and Abbo'sford, half an hour before. At
the hour named a man eutered one of tbe
sleeping cars, commanded the conductor and
porter to throw up their bands, and then
proceeded to go through them, taking all
they bad. Oje passenger was also robbed
and a ehot or two fired at the porter, but no

one was hit. The robber pulled the bell
rope as soon as he bad completed the rob¬
bery, and when the train came to a stop be
jumped off'and, escaped. No attempt was
made to follow him.

Dupuut, since 1850 head of the extensive
gunpowder manufacturing firm of E I.
Dupont, de Nemourae & Co., died early this
morning. He was prostrated by au attack
of heart failure about two months ago. He
was tbe second son of E eath.-re Irene Du
pont, the founder of the work-", and was

born August 8, 1S12 He served In the
Seminole war and was made Maj. General
of tbe State militia early in the civil war.
His wealth, including a large private estate,
was estimated at $15,000.000.
