The Shooting1 of Judge Terry
As Fitted in the Gazette, Juiige David

S IVrry was shot through th* heart and in
tau 'y killed by Deputy U. S. A.Vbbal
D.tvid Nagle yesterday morning, in the tail
road (lit/iDg room et Lathrop, eighty-three
mile* frt ni Sau Francisco. It appears tha'.
u;joti the arrival of the Southern O?orland
train at Lathrop, at 7:20 o'clock in the'
morning, U. S Supreme Judge 8tepheu J
Field and Duputy U. S. Marshal David
Nagle walked into the depot diDing room

for breakfast, and sat down side by side.
Soon after Judge David S. Terry and wife
(formerly Sarah Aitbea Hill), came in.
They were proceeding to another table,
when Mrs. Terry, evidently recognizing
Justice Field, did not sit down, but retired
to tbo train for some unknown purpose.
Before she reached it, however, and as soon
as ehe bad left the dining room, Judge Ter¬
ry approached Justice Field, and, stoop¬
ing over him, slapped bis face. At this junc¬
ture Deputy Marshal Nsgle arone from bia
peat and shot Judge Terry through the heart.
As be was falling the deputy marshal tired
again, hut missed him, tbe bullet going
through tbe floor. Both shots were fired In
quick succcdMon. After the shooting Depu¬
ty March«: Nagle backed up against the
wail of the dining room, and warned every
one not to arrest him, sayiog be was a
United States officer in the discharge of hla
duty. There was uo semblance of an at¬
tempt to molest him at any time.

Trie Judge never uttered a sound after be¬
ing ehot. He had hardly fallen when Mrs.
Terry rushed to tbe side of his body and
threw herself upon It. Then ensued a scene
of tbe wildest excitement. During this time
Justice Field and Depuy Marshal Nagle re¬
treated to a sleeping car, where tbey were
securely locked within. At times Mrs.
Terry wonld call upon the citizens to arrest
them. During the time tbe train was stand¬
ing at the depot Mrs. Terry was running
wildly, alternately from the body of her hus¬
band to the sleeper, demanding admittance
that she might slap Justice Field's face.
When Justice Field returned to San Fran-

-ix weeks ago newspaper articles were
pnuted intimating that it would be darjger-
ou-* fur Justice Field and Judge Terry to
meet personally, as it was thought tbe latter
might iusult tbe former, while the fact was
also recognizad that Justice Field would be
quick toreseot ao attack from Terry, know¬
ing it could only result fatally to one or the
other, io view of tbe latter's record. If
Judge Terry had intended to provoke Jub-
tice Field, and draw a weapon before tbe
latter could turn, is, of course, not known,
as Deputy Nagle, who sat opposite, prevent¬
ed this by tiring, resulting in tbe ioBtant
death of Terry.
The Southern Overland train arrived at

Oakland shortly after eleven o'olock yester¬
day morning. A great crowd had collected,
telegraphic intelligence of tbe Lathrop tra¬
gedy having preceded the arrival of the
train, and tbe sleeping-car in which Justice
Field was sitting was besieged by United
S'ate» officials and newspapermen. Justice
Field maintained bis quiet demeanor, and
replied to a press representative, when ask*
ed to narrate the particulars of the shooting,
us fallows :

"I can tell you the 6tory in a few words.
For the last few months, all manner of re¬
ports, both publio and personal, have
reached me that Judge Terry bad threaten¬
ed to subject me to some form of indignity
if be should happen to meet me. Tbe fact
caused tbe United States marshal to decide
to provide such protection as he could dur¬
ing my stay in this State. When I started
for Los Angeles to hold court, Deputy Na¬
gle accompanied mo. He seemed to be a
quiet, gentlemanly official, though I only
met Lim twice while away from Los Ange¬
les. He asked in that city when I Intended
to return and accompanied me, taking a
seat in tbe sleeping car opposite to me. We
heard t bis morning that Judge Terry and
bis wife were on tbe train bnt paid no at¬
tention to the fact. When we arrived at
Latnrop, we entered the eating station to
get breakfast. I took a eeat at tbe end of
tbe table while Nagle sat ens side of me.
Terry and his wife came in the room soon
after. When she saw me she went out of
tbe room, as I afterwards learned, returning
to the car for ber satchel. Judge Terry
rose, aud I Btippose be intended accompa¬
nying her. Instead of doing so, be walked
back of me and struck me a heavy slap in
the face. I was completely astonished, and
seeing he was making ready to strike agaiD,
Nagle cried out 'Stop, stop;1 bnt Terry did
not desist and as be was raising hie arm a
second time, Nagle shot at him, the bullet
entering bis heart. He fell to the floor,
Nagle shooting a second time, but tbe sec¬
ond shot did not strike him. Nagle was
arrested at Tracy and taken to Stockton to
await tbe result of tbe inquest. That is the
complete story, as far a? I am aware of the
facts."

Protection was accorded to Chief Justice
Field, it is claimed, by authority of United
States Attorney General Miller, who tele-
graphed from Washington to the marshal of
the district to see that tbe person of the Jus¬
tice was protected at any hazard. The or-
der extended Bbo to Judge Sawyer, of tbe
United States Circuit Court of 8an Francia-
co. upon whom Mrs. Terry made a personalassault last year while on a railway train,accompanied by Judge Terrv. The order
was based upon this fact, and" upon threats
declared to have been made openly by Terry
against Justice Field. Deputy Marshal Na-
gle was directed to accompany Justice Field
under this order, and is said to have given
Judge Terry full warning to atop wh«n the
latter began his attack upon Justice Field

and fired at Terry aa the latter was about to
strike a second time.
A passenger who waa on tbe train at Lath

rop says that when he beard tbe shooting be
rushed ont of the car and eaw Mrs. Terry
with a satchel in ber band. She was trying
to open it and be tonk it from her. She tried |
to gain posseeMon of it again but failed.
When tbe satchel was opened afterwards a

pistol waB found iu it.
Judge Terry'it remains were taken to

Stockton in a box covered with white cloth.
Mrs. Terry rode io the express car vtiib the
remains, accompanied by several frienda off
tbe deceased. When tbe body wbr taken of]
the car she followed, end rode with it in an

express wagon to tha morgue. She was dis¬
tressed, and raid it was a most cowardly
murder of an unarmed man.
