Serving Eighteen Years in Prison Foe
Killing*! Man Who is Still Alive.
.Eighteen years ago Geotge Green and
Henry Smitb, farmers, living in Colbert
county, Ala,, bad a fight and Green shot
Smitb. Tbe wound wbb not considered
dangerous at firBt, but Smitb recovered very
slowlv. Finally he movedoutof tbecoonty
with bis family, and later bis wife and
son came back and reported that Smith had
died from tbe effect of tbe wound. They
wtnt before the grand jury and bad Green
indicted for murder. He wbb tried, con¬
victed, and sentenced to life imprisonment.
For several years Green bas been confined
at the Pratt coal mines, near Birmingham.
Some time ago his wife heard that Smith
was still alive. Green succeeded in interest*
ing a member of the 8tate Board of Prison
Inspectors in his case. The Inspectors went
towotkand soon found Smith at Dallas,
Ga., where he had lived for several years.As soon as tbe legal formalities are com¬
plied with, Green will be released from
prison.
