Tragedy iu Kiug George.
About seven weekB ago Miss Annie Raw-

lett, a well known young lady of King
George county, suddenly and mysteriously
disappeared with her infant child, and
nothing was hear of her until Sunday,
when Mr. Thomas Minor, who was going
through tbe woods of bis farm, Pop Castle,
found tbe mutilated badits of tbe unfortu¬
nate woman and her infant babe. Ur. Mi¬
nor in going through a thickly grown piece
of woods aiung the banks of Puplar Creek,
uotlced something King at the, water's edge
and found it to bo ihn dead bodies of tho
woman and child. Without slopping to
fiod cut who the unfortunates weie he hur¬
ried to tbe court house and notified the
commonwealth's attorney and coroner of
whist he had found. Common wealth's At¬
torney Mason, Coroner Niude, aud Mr.
Miner at once repaired to the ecene. Upon
examination they found that the bodies
were those of the unforluuhte girl and her
infant enfolded iu her arms. The bodies
were terribly mutilated by dogs, bog*, and
other animals of the woods, bat evi¬
dences of foul play were seen, and (he cor¬
oner at once summoned a jury of ii quest,
which viewed tbe remains on the ground,
and then repaired with tbem to the court
bouse to make an examination. A number
of witnesses were summoned. The jury,
after sitting for two days, examining a num¬

ber of witnesses, came to tbe followicg ver¬

dict late yesterday evening : "We, tbe jury,
find that Anna Riwlett and infant came lo
ibeir death by tbe hand or bands of some
unknown person or persons." For some

time previous to the disappearance of Miss
Rawlett a young man had been paying her
bis undivided attention, and it was rumored
that she was to have been rnurritd very
shortly. Her friends claim that he took
advantage of tbe confidence placed
in him and deceived her, which is
the result of this awful tragedy.
There is considerable excitement in tbe
county over tbe terrible crime, and the of-
fioers of the Commonwealth will exert every
possible means, leaving no stone unturned
to find tbe guilty one and place tbe crime
wbere it belongs. Detectives have been or¬
dered to tbe scene of tbe tragedy, and will
as soon as they arrive be put on tbe track
of the murderer. Miss Rawlett was an ac

comp i-he.d and attractive young lady, about
twenty-two years old, and was very popu¬
lar. There have been no arrests yet, but
great excitement prevails, and if tbe crime

should be securely fastened on anyone
"Judge Lynch" may pay a visit to tbe quiet
and peaceful old county of King George.
Miss Rawlett and her obild left the house

of Mr. Cowan, her stepfather, anoui seven
weeks ago, and had not since been seen.
She was an orphan, and aged about thirty-
five years. By some persons it is thought
that mother and child were murdered, while
others think that they wandered into the
ravine along tbe creek and were drowned.

Negro Biot.
Little Roce, Ark., 27..Toe Register

prints tbe followiug: Information reached
thla city yesterday of a tetribie negro liot at
Jordan Brock, not fir from Lockesburg, in
Sevier county, resulting in the death of
severul and tbe wounding of many others:
Jordan Brook is a small town situated on

the edge of an immense strip of pine timber,
many miles from the nearest telegraph of¬
fice. For some time tbe negroes of that
county have been spending their Saturday
nights in a jubilee ceremony in tbe woods
near town and last Saturday night was bet
ai the time for an especially large and up¬
roarious gathering. A great quantity of
whisky was introduced, tba people oming
f.-cm all over tbe country to participate in
the "hurrah." Shortly af.er 1) o'clock
trouble begaD iu a quarrel between Joseph
Jordan and Wm. Newcomb and it ended in
Neweomb shooting Jordan in tbe breast
with a load of turkey shot. The wonnded
man was carried into tho woods and while
fighting was still going on at the grounds
ho died from his wounds. Meanwhile
the utmost oonfusioo and uproar pre¬
vailed. The women scattered to get
out of the way and tbe men fired at each
other in their drunken fury without know¬
ing whom they were shooting at. Ia the
clamor that resulted it was impossible to
secure the nam-s of all tbe wounded aud
injured, but it is known that several are

fatally hurt while many are seriously wound¬
ed. Frank Holt is known to be dead with
four bullets in his. body while Anderson
Noal Jiy near him shot through the hip.
These men met in darkness and promptly
began a battle with pistols. As soon as tbe
news reached Lockesbu g a poasee of white
mon started fjr the scene of the distuibance,
but the contestants had a 1 disappeared
when they arrived. Tbe grounds were in
great disorder, however, and there was

every evidence of the deadly straggle which
had taken place.
An Alabama Negro Killed by a Bear.
Birmingham, Aia., Aug. 27 .On Sun.

day three negrcea.Ned Taylor, Jim Robin¬
son, and Joe Sweeney.went Fquirrel hunt-
iog in the Bwamps of the Warren river, a

few milts from Carthage. Ia a hollow
stump they found two young bears, aud at¬

tempted to capture tbem alive. While they
wore tying one of the cubs tbo mother sud¬
denly appeared on the scene and attacked
Taylor. His gun was knocked out of bis
band, and the bear seizjd him around tbe
body. Tay lor's companions were so badly
frightened that they dropped their guns and
lied from tbe spot. When tbey returned
half an hour later they found Taylor dead
and torn to pieces by the teeth and tliws of
the bear. Tbe cubs were in a tree, but the
old bear was lying on tbe ground writhing
in agony. Taylor bad gotten out his knife
and stabbed tbe bear repeatedly before bis
strength gave out. Tbe animal was kill*d
by a shot from Robinson's rids.
