He
did what be could for the destruo
i ion of fear, the destruction of the imagina¬
ry monster who rewards the few in'
heaven, the monster who tortures the many
in perdition. How little, after all, we know
rf what Is ill or weil. How ttle of this
v.-ondrous stream of cataracts and po.ls.
this stream of life that rises in a world on
known and flows to that mysterious sea
wboee shore the foot of one who comes bath
never pressed ! How little of tbis life "we
