The negro chose the former, and while pre¬
tending to search for a suitable place, made
a break for liberty. Smith .'.red and tbe ne¬

gro full. Smith left, believing him dead.
The negro lived, however, to tell tbe tale,
and his dying statement is the principal
evidence,
