ihoc immiilMe hadinot.coijsideredthe niuiter,
tind bail recommended Mr. Corbet for city
chairman. Tin y say that the matter is now
nut of their huudri and further state that
even il ihev eniertd intoa conference with
the "*traigblouts" they have uo guarantee
mat any action agreed upon by such confer¬
ence would b iobserved by ttie latter. Tbey
