Chased by a Hungry Bear.

Several
persons knew tbat the bear bad escaped
from the cage, but supposed the barn was
locked and the animal safe. 80 it was
for B'-Z hour-* and more, but about
twelve o'clock the animal managed
to loosen one of tbe boards on the
fide of tbe building and climb down.
Then he began a silent lour of tbe streets in
that vicinity. Äs near as can be learned,
bruin went down Halstead street to North
avenue and wandered about there without
meeting aDy body untii it came to Larrabee
street. As the auimal went around the cor¬
ner, a women came around the same cor¬
ner, going in an opposite way, What fol
lowed can be easily imagined. Tbe female
screamed and ran, tbe bear roared and save
chase It was a race for life, tbe woman
afterward told tbe officer-, and it is reason¬
able to suppose tbat it was, for tbe auimal
was hungry, and not any too tame at best.
Fortunately Sergeant Frenzen and Officer
Maloney beard the screams, and hastened
to her assistance. As the officers rounded
tbe corner of an alley both fell head fore¬
most over the bear. Tbe fight tbat ensued
was bloody in tbe extreme, and it was not
until both men bad discharged the contents
of tbeir revolv-rs. fourteen shots in all, ioto
the carcas9 of the b ar tbat be was killed.
Tbe woman wa; found in a dead faint about
a block away.
