The paper was prompt
ly wiitten and duly received, but, to the
cousternation of the editor, no ooe could be
f.und whbo wes able to decipher the band
writing, Fioally, in despsir, the editor was
obiiked to returo tbe mapuseript to Eog-
land, to be rewritten for publication, Ip
{re:, the guod dewsn, like Choate, did not
wiite, but merely mads a few arbitrary
sirokes with a peu oo paper.

No miplioo of remurkable penmen would
he ¢omplele which did notinelude the pame
uf Horuce Greeley, whose chirography was
ouee tersely deseribed by » ncw compositor
{o the Tribune vffice in the savage remark,
litbirally interspers.d with profanity : “If
Balsbszzsr had seen this bandwriting on
‘he wall he wounid have been more terrified
than he was.”” Of the numerous anecdotes
reluted of the “modern Frapklin’s"” chiro
prapnical ecceotricilies, the followiog isa
{fair exnmple:

Mr Gierley, becomiog disgusted with the
biunders of one of his Lype eetters, sent a
uole Up to the foremau r questiog bim to
disobnrge the man at ouce, ss he was too in-
efficient & workmsn to be any longer em-
wioyed en  the Tribune The foreman
~ wyed iostructions, but before leaving the
“typo” managed to get poesession of Mr,
Greeley’s note, aud immediately weot to &
rival offi '@ and applied for work, showlog
the vote as a recommendsatior, The fore-
man o whom be applied scenned the nole,
and said: *Ob, [ see—'good and efficient
cowpositur’—employed u lopg time on the
Tribune—Hoiace Gredlsy,” and immediate-
Iy set bim to work oo the streogth of Greel-
ey’s certifization of his incapacily, after
haviog been “‘out of s j 1" for the epace of
aboul fifteen minutes,

A somewhat similar story to this is told
of Mr. Brooks, &8 mansager of the Naw York

Jeutral railway, who once wrole to a man
liviog on tbe line of the road, threateniog
to prosecute him if be did not move & barn
be had built oo 1the compaoy's lend. The
recipient was uosble to read the etter, but
succeeded in makiog out Lhe signatore, and,
cooeluding that be had been favored with a
free puss over the road, used it se such
for uearly two years, no conductor belog
able to dispote his privilege by decipheriog
tha supposed pase.

Tae haodwriting of Horace Greeley was
plsin compared with that of Mr. Bloss, of
the Civeinuali Enguirer, who was, beyond
doubt, the worst penman who ever occupied
an editorial chair. Thiz remarksb'e joor-
palist was peculier in all his metbode, but
in none more 8o thao in bis manner of writ-
ing. His pen was beld at the extreme end
of Lhe holder, and the sirange charactere
which he musGe were sometimes almost a8
univteiligible o bimself a8 to the world at
large. His writing was simply a series of
hierogly phice, but he made his charactersal-
ways alike, and in course’ of time by close
study one could learn to decipber them.
When it was koown that Mr, Bloss was dead
the priuters in the Enquirer news-room lost
vo time in rummagiog the waste-paper baga
for specimena of his chirography, uaotil io
Jegs tbwn an hour pot & serap of his manu-
script was to be found in the office—St.
Louis Globe-Democrat
