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AWAY BACK in the aocient daye of poli-
tics there was an iszue bstween parties
Eknown as the “distribution of the proceeds
of the =ales of public lande among the
States,”! On the ¢th of September, 1841, the
Congress passed au act enlitled *‘an mct to
apperpriate the proceeds of the sales of the
pubiic lands, and to grant pre.emption
rights,” Under that act thera was placed
to the credit of the Stete of Virgicia, oo the
books of the U. 8. Tressury, the sum of
$41,657.00 The State of Virginia, regarding
the et of September 4, 1541, as beiog be-
yond the constitutional power of Copgrees,
refused to accept the award, and the money
remsived in the Treasury of the United
States until the impecunious and so-called
government of Virginia, yclept the “Pier-
pont Government,” assembled in Wheeling
and on July 16:h, 1861, sdopted a “joint
resolution’ authorizing Mr. Pierpont to ap-
point, ‘under the lesser seal of the Common-
wealth,” an agent to demand and receive at
the Treasury of the Ugcited Siates, o
much of the net procseds of the sales of
the public lands as shall bave accrued and
become payable to this Commenwealth un-
der the termz and provisions of the act of
Congress, approved Bept. 4th, 1841, The
seal of the Commounwenlth being in Rich-
mond, Mr. G. L. Craomer, calling himself
siglerk of the Honse of Delegates,” certifiad
the resolution, addiog thereto that “having
no seal to anvex I certify the same under
my private seal,” and attached to his signa-
ture a common scroll, Tothis Pierpont cer-
tified that Cranmer was the clerkof the
House of Dealegates and keeper of the rolls
and statutes of the Btate, and verified his
certificate with a makeshift “great seal’’—
whose obverse was three female figures, ona
carrying o torch, to typify the burning and
harrowing of the Btate,another raising & pole
with blue cap, and the third Is io-
dustriously engaged in ecratching the
back of ber head, or adjusting her chignon.
The legend is “Perseverando, Liberty and
Union.” The reverse of the seal is the old
dasign and legend of the State’s seal, with
“Liberty and Upion” streaming from the
mouth of the woman who is stapding over
the prostrate form of tyrapny. That trav-
esty of Virginia’s seal passed muster at the
Treazury,and uuder and by the virtue thereof
“James W. Paxton” received $41,657 that
did not belong to Virginia, since by resolu-
tion of her legislature, contemporaneous
with the Act of September 4, 1841, she had
rafused to accep! the same and had forbid
its collection by any officer. The above
facts are taken from copies of papers and
fac-simile copies of seals, now on file in the
U. 8. Treasury, and recently copied and
transmitled to the Governor of the Btate,
In a recent Interview “ex-Governor Francia
H. Pierepont, of Virginia,” is quoted as
having said in Pittsburg that “Virginia had
nothing tp do with that money:it never
went into (he State Tressury, and
was not handled by the State oflicers,”
Bat it seems to bave been well fiogered by
the Governor and his agent, since it was
oertainly drawn from the U, B, Treasury and
went where it would do the most good,
among that “omnibus load” of officials,
whose impecuniosity wes relieved by filch-
ing the gum of §41,657 from the U, 5. Treas:
ury. Thesame republican party Mahone
is now endeavoring to fix upon the State
and to invest them with authority fo collect
money in the neme of the Btate which is
pever to get into the Btate’s treasury.

THE Fulley Virginian, republican, says:

“Mahoneism is not republicapizsm. It bas
no kinship with the higher purposes and
broad principles of the republican parly, as
understood aod maintained throughout the
nation. It issimply the retlection of cne
man’s low ambition—of one raan’s desperate
object—who maequerades in the garb of re-
publicanism to observe the most vicions
gystem of selfish partizapism Lhat ever op-
pressed and cursed a people, Therels noth-
ing republican in it—it is the antipodes of
republicapism and contemplates the en-
slavement of the wili, the purpaie and the
action of every man who marchez under its

colors.”
Ag Virginia democrats pever could oo-

derstand why it was that the republicacs of
el eticnia naveaccepled & demoeratic
deserter, General Mahone, for a leader, and
submitted to his dictatorial and offensive
tyranny, they are by no means surprised at
the present revoll of the former republican
leaders in the State. That the revolt is
wige on the part of those engaged in it goes
without saying, for as loog as General Ma-
hone shall remain at the head of the party,
they will have neither lot nor part in its
offices or emoluments.

Tgg Chilian government, the most pro-
gressive in Sonth Amerlca, aware of the
great advantages of free trade to all its peo-
ple, has put machinery, agricnltoral imple-
ments, tools, telephones, copper, iron, &g,
on the fres llst. The effect of this wiil of
course be to increase Chili’s trade with the
free trade or low tariff countries of Europe;
but it ia impossible that it ehould do so with
the United States, for tha protective tariff
on raw material in this country makes the
price of the articles referred to o much
higher here than that of eimilar articles
in Burope, that it is cheaper for Chili to buy
them in the latter country, notwithstanding
the greater distance. Then, too, when bought
in Europe they can be obtained by an ex-
change of commodities, owing to the faet
that Chilian producis are imported icto

Earopean countries free of duty, while the

high duty imposed cn them by the United
Btates probibits the exchaoge of the pro-]
duots of the two countries, end compels the
payment of Chilian orders for American
goods with scarce gold.

A WEITER in the Richmond Dispalch saye: |
“Ae a foretaste of what msy ba expected
the people of Virginia should not forget
that the newspapers, though their record is
not full, show that eince the 10.b of March
lzst, eix daye after Harrison’s inauguration,
up to the 10:h of August, twelve white
women have been assaulted by eizteen ne
gro men, and that recently they have teen
at Rocky Mount, in the connty of Fraunklia,
an lacsndiary fire provoked by the refuzal
of the ownpers to permit a building to he usad
for Mahone speeches, ang etill more recently
news comes of incendiariem and the polson-
iog of her=es and cattle in another couuty
where the negro largely exceeda the white
vore.”

For tbe sake of law and order, of good
government, of every moral and material
interest of Virgioia, it {s hoped and trusted
that the mejority agaiost General Msahone
may be so large, that he and his “methods’
and bizs “malign influence,” in shor!,tbat the
worst of all political evils, Mahoneism, may
be thoroughly snd radically eliminated

from Virginia polities.

ANOTHEER ONE of the republican newspa-
pers of Virginia hes come out sgainst Gen-
ernl Mahone—the Spirit of the Talley. It
says it canoot support for the highest cffice
of Virginia 8 man who “has proved to be
dishonest and treacherous.” If the repub-
lican newspepers of the State rapresent cor-
rectly the fealings of the republican volers
thereof, Mr.CabMaddux's estimate of the ma-
jority against General Mahone—forty thou-
sand—is not excessive.
