The Right of Suffrage

The following is cepied from the last number of
the Missionary Magazine, the missionary review of
the world :

THE NEW JAPANESE CONSTITUTION OF JAPAN®

There i cne provision io the new conslitotion
of Japan limiting the right of suffrage to persons
who pay taxes to the amount of 525 a year. There
onght to be some property qualification for voters
in this coontry large enough to shut out from the
right of saffrage lszy, vicious and irresponsible
persons. If a maa does not value the right of suf-
frage enongh to make tbe needfal exertion which
wonld give him a title toif, he onght not to be
entrusted with the right. As a nation we have
gold the suffrage right too cheaply. The demo-
cratic idea of universal manhood suffrage works
disad vantagecusly in practice. In the millennial
state of society, wher every citizan wai virtuous.
intelligent and troly patriotic, universal suffrage
might be safe; bat we have not reached that state
yet.
